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SIGNIFICANCE OF THE PLEDGES
OF TOVSTE OF 1427 AND 1444 IN POLITICS
OF GEDIMINIDS AND JAGIELLONIANS

The Tovste urban-type settlement is currently located in Chortkiv district
of Ternopil region. This publication discusses the content of the relevant
documents of 1427 and 1444 on donations of 100 marks in coins of that time
each from Grand Duke of Lithuania Vytautas the Great and King of Poland
Wiladislaus Il of Varna to members of the family of Hinkovyches. Both
documents are stored in the Archive of the Radziwilly family at the Main
Archive of Ancient Acts in Warsaw. The grant of Duke Vytautas the Great was
first published, obviously, by the medievalist, Prof Wtadystaw Semkowicz. The
latest generalizations about these donations belong to Dr. Janusz Kurtyka and
Prof. Vitaliy Mykhaylovskiy.

The document of 1427, given to Ivanko Hinkovych in Horodto, was
apparently issued on October 2. The Grand Ducal seal is preserved. The provi-
sion was made in "grosses of Podolia". But in fact, due to the fact that this is the
common name of coins in circulation in Podolia at that time, it is difficult to
determine the specific coin. The Lithuanian Duke did not directly indicate the
merits for which the grant was awarded, so definition of the purpose of the
donation is also based on assumptions. Apparently, in this way Duke Vytautas
the Great sought to strengthen himself throughout Podolia, and perhaps this

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was part of his policy of establishing control even over all of Rus' and the
Golden Horde. Simultaneously, the Lithuanian ruler had an obligation to esta-
blish the Church Union with Rome.

The document of 1444, given to Bohdan Hinkovych in Orsova, was
apparently issued on September 24. The royal seal is also preserved. The grant
was probably made in the amount of 100 marks of Cracow, which was divided
into 48 grosses. It was at that time that the anti-Ottoman Crusade was already
underway under the general supervision of the Holy See in the person of the
legate Julian Cesarini. Therefore, it makes sense to assume that the grant to
Bohdan was made in the context of its organization. He could even be the
direct participant of the campaign. The crusaders felt an urgent need for
recruits. In this case, the royal grants of this kind in Western Podolia and the
royal domain of the Jagiellonians were important not only for Central and
Eastern Europe, but for all Christians in general in the context of the rescue of
Constantinople on the eve of 1453.

Formulation of the problem

It was traditionally considered that the first mention of the modern urban
village of Tovste in Chortkiv district, Ternopil region in Ukraine, dates back to
1414 (Podii). Attention to the next mention of the village in 1427 was drawn by
the medievalist Prof. Wtadystaw Semkowicz (Mykhaylovskiy, 2000: 134-135;
2003: 225; Mykhaylovskiy, 2012: 101, 103; Biletska, 2017). Obviously, he firstly
published the text of the corresponding grant of Grand Duke of Lithuania Vytautas
the Great for Ivashko Hinkovych, the representative of the Ruthenian family
(Semkowicz, 1930: Ne 5; Ochmanski, 1986: Ne 110). Prof. Semkowicz supplemen-
ted the source publications of the act documents of this Duke, made by Prof.
Anthony Prochaska "Codex epistolaris Vitoldi" (Prochaska, 1882). These docu-
ments were important in the following centuries, given that nobles sought to
confirm their own honorable origins.

Dr. Janusz Kurtyka and Prof. Vitaliy Mykhaylovskiy tried to collect in one
register and to publish the documents of this Duke concerning the strategically
important territory of Podolia, which was located at the junction of states, trade
routes and cultures (Kurtyka, 2004; Mykhaylovskiy, 2003; 2004; Cherkas, 2020:
78). It has turned out that the first mention of the village during the Polish rule
after 1434 belongs to 1444 (Sutkowska-Kuras, 1975: Ne 2495; Mykhaylovskiy,
2000: 136; Mykhaylovskiy, 2020: 128). Both documents of 1427 and 1444 are still
stored in the Archive of Radziwilly family at the Main Archive of Ancient Docu-
ments in Warsaw (AGAD). It would be appropriate to analyze texts and contexts
of two relevant donations of Tovste, for which purpose the grants were made, to
determine its significance for World History and Ukraine in particular. Therefore,
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in addition to analysis and synthesis, method of induction became appropriate in
the research of these benefits.

The grant of Grand Duke of Lithuania Vytautas the Great

The text and the translation of the grant of Grand Duke of Lithuania Vytautas
the Great of 1427 are next:

Alexander, otherways Vytautas, by grace of the Lord Grand Duke of Lithuania,
Rus' etc., signify in present content, to all, whom it is advisable. Whereas being
attentive to our faithful services exhibited by our faithful nobleman Ivashko
Hynkovych, for himself and his legitimate successors our village Tolstoie, which is
located in the district of Chervonograd and on the Vilhovets river, we have given
and assigned, and at hand we grant and inscribe one hundred marks, which in
numbers and coins in our land of Podolia commonly run, to have, to hold, to enjoy,
and to peacefully possess with each and every of the aforementioned village’s
utilities, fruits, incomes, and yields, which considering in any way as far as in its
boundaries and limits far, wide and circumferentially were limited and distincted
to date, until himself and his successors by us or our successors, or who we will
commit, mentioned one hundred marks fully will pay. However, our princely
rights are always saved in all things. For this our seal has been affixed for
the written testimony. Given in Horodto, on the Tuesday after the holiday of
St. Michael the Archangel, year of our Lord one thousand four hundred twenty
and seven.
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The seal of Duke Vytautas the Great was attached to the document, which has
the inscription: + SIGILLUM ALLEXANDRI ALIIS WYTOWDY DEI GRATIA MAGNI
DUCIS LITHUANIE, that in translation means "The seal of Alexander, otherways
Vytautas, by grace of the Lord Grand Duke of Lithuania" (Semkowicz, 1931: 23).
On the back of the document, particularly, there are written records confirming
the provision of March 6, 1569 and, apparently, 1608 with a brief summary
(Ochmanski, 1986: Ne 110). Perhaps, the date of issue of the document is October
2, 1427, Tuesday after, in crastino, the feast of the Archangel Michael, which falls
annually on September 29 (Kurtyka, 2004: Ne 177). This holiday in 1427 fell on
the Saturday, thus the next Tuesday was in three days. Further, the name of the
recipient Ivashko originates from Ivan. Hinko, apparently, derives from Georgy.
Next, the version of name of Tovste in the Old Rus' language in transliteration was
Tolstoe, "Tonctoe". Finally, silver grosses in local circulation were minted, appa-
rently, according to the Czech model or Hungarian if it were coins of Koriato-
viches (Shust, 2009: 82-92).

Following the itinerarium of Duke Vytautas the Great, in the summer of 1427
he made the large detour within his own possessions. The grant to Ivanko,
apparently, was carried out in order to strengthen the rule of this Duke in Podolia,
which he obviously did not visit on the way from Kyiv to Lutsk. (Prochaska, 1882:
780; Kurtyka, 2000: 36-37; Tegowski, 2006: 74; Polechow, 2019: 31-32). Usually
a recipient received an award in such a way for services to a ruler. But Duke
Vytautas the Great in the case did not specify the reason for the donation. The
versions of obtaining of Tovste by Ivanko as reward given the participation in the
campaigns against Pskov, the Czech affairs or enthronement of Ulug-Mohammed
in Sarai are based on assumptions (Dtugosz, 1501: 352r-v; Voitovych, 2004: 218-
219). General context of such grants could be the unification of all Rus' under the
rule of Grand Duke Vytautas the Great or even his succession for possessions of
the Golden Horde. (Baronas, Rowell, 2015: 377; Norkus, 2016: 46-47, 230-231,
234). Moreover, he and King of Poland Wladislaus Il Jogaila (Wtadystaw II
Jagietto) had to take care of the Church Union of Eastern Christians of Rus' with
Rome on behalf of papacy (Theiner, 1861: N2 25-26).

Therefore, it is not possible to unambiguously determine the purpose of
providing Ivanko Hinkovych with Tovste. The grant for temporary use was
equivalent to one hundred marks in coins usual for Podolia. However, it is quite
clear that Duke Vytautas the Great tried to strengthen his rule, perhaps, not only
in Podolia, but even in all of Rus' and the Golden Horde. He had been forming a
nucleus of loyal persons. Moreover, such grants were made for service of various
kinds to the ruler. In this case, it might have been about gratitude for participating
in a military campaign, perhaps, to Pskov or elsewhere, diplomatic service, etc.
The recipient of the grant would probably potentially have to take part in
campaigns in the future, for example, to Novgorod the Great.

The grant of King of Poland Wladislaus III of Varna

The text and the translation of the grant of Tovste of King of Poland
Wiladislaus (Ladislaus) III of Varna in 1444 are as follows:

Wladislaus dei gratia Hungariae, Poloniae, Dalmaciae, Croaciae etc. Rex,
Lithwaniaeque Princeps Supremus et Heres Russiae etc., | Significamus tenore
presencium universis, quibus expedit, presentibus et futuris presencium noticiam
habituris. Quomodo | attendentes grate fidelitatis obsequia studiosa Nobilis
Bogdan Hincowicz fidelis nostri, quibus Maiestati nostrae | et signanter in hoc
Inclito Regno nostro Hungariae complacuit, auctoque fidelitatis studio, poterit
praestancius com|placere in futurum, horum et aliorum suorum serviciorum
intuitu. Volentes ipsum gratiarum nostrarum prosequi favoribus | et de caetero
reddere prompciorem sibi in et super villa nostra Tlusthna in Terra Podoliae, in
districtu vero | Czyrwonogrodensis, in fluvio Holchowecz sita, Centum marcas

(Wtadystaw 111, krdl polski i wegierski,
zapisuje Bogdanowi Minkowiczowi 100 grz. na wsi Tlustha w ziemi podolskiej w
pow. Czerwonogrodzkim.

Wiladislaus, by grace of the Lord, King of Hungary, Dalmatia, Croatia, Grandest
Duke of Lithuania and heir of Rus' etc,, signify in present content to all now and in
future to have notice. Whereas paying attention with gratitude for the loyalty of
our trusty nobleman Bohdan Hinkovych, who to our Majesty and distinctly in this
our illustrious Kingdom of Hungary pleased, having increased desire of fidelity,
will be able more excelling get involved further, in view to these and other
services. Wishing to his part in our gratitude to follow favour and hereafter to
provide prompt him in and above our village Tlusthna in the land of Podolia, in
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the district of Chervonograd, located on the Vilhovets river, one hundred marks of
Cracow of the usual amount of Polish money, equal forty-eight Polish grosses
each, inscribe, give, grant and bestow immediate for Bohdan himself and his
legitimate successors to hold, keeping up, rule quietly and peacefully with each
and every of the same village’s utilities, productivities, assessments, incomes,
revenues, as well as fields, meadows, plains, pastures, woods, pine forests, groves,
glades, shrubs, underbrushes, oak woods, rivers, flows, ponds, swamps, lakes,
basins, fish ponds, waters, and its courses, mills and emoluments, huntings,
homesteads, apicultures, and any other incomes generally taking over for so long
as we or our legitimate successors this one hundred marks will fully pay, by which
the possession of the aforementioned village will return to us and our legitimate
successors with full right. Nevertheless, it is always without prejudice to our
stands and royal rights. Our seal is affixed to the evidence on written testimony
for this. Was given in the land of Bulgaria opposite Orsova close to the Danube
river, on the Tuesday after the holiday of St. Matthias the Apostle, Year of the Lord
one thousand four hundred and forty-four. The relation of the Magnificent Peter
de Sczekoczin, Vice Chancellor of the Kingdom of Poland.

The inscription on the royal seal is next: *WLADISLAUSeDEIGRATIAe
REXPOLONIEeETCETERA, that in the translation means "Wladislaus, by the grace
of the Lord, King of Poland, etc.". On the back there is, particularly, the mention of
the confirmation of the privilege on March 6, crossed out 1569, as the previous
one of 1427, and 1658. Obviously, the document was issued the following
Tuesday, September 24, after the feast of St. Matthew the Apostle, which falls
annually on September 21. Nowadays, Orsova, the nearby place of issuing of the
document, is a city in Southwestern Romania (Sroka, 1995: 40-41). Apparently,
the grant was made in equivalent of the marks of Cracow, which was divided into
48 Polish grosses (Shust, 2009: 85).

In September 1444, the anti-Ottoman campaign, known as the Crusade of
Varna, had been continuying under the leadership of King Wladislaus III in the
Balkans. The crusaders felt an acute shortage of fighting force, as the Serbs left the
coalition under pressure of the Ottomans. All Christians who professed the Latin
rite could not take part in the campaign, as they were divided into supporters of
papacy and the Council of Basel (Decaluwe, Izbicki, Christianson, 2016: 113). In
Moscow, which suburb was devastated by Khan Ulug-Muhammad on the eve of
the Battle of Varna, the Crusade was also not accepted (Voitovych, 2004: 218).
Apparently, the donation of Tovste, which came under the rule of the Jagiellonians
after the division of Podolia into Western and Eastern, was realized by the King in
the context of the recruitment of the crusaders (Kurtyka, 2000: 47; Mykhaylov-
skiy, 2004: 228, 234; Mykhaylovskiy, 2011: 122). Therefore, Bohdan Hinkovych
could be the potential or valid participant of the campaign, as Stypek Jaroslawski,
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Derstaw Wtostowsky, Paul Seninski, etc. (Pentek, 1997: 95; Zazuliak, 2000: 43-
57; Pshyk, Chornii, 2004: 269-270; Mykhaylovskiy, 2012: 142; Pidlutskyi, 2012).

The Christian troops were defeated at the Battle of Varna on the Black Sea
coast on November 10, 1444 (Imber, 2006: 30-31). Degree of influence of Bohdan
in this case on the King's decision to go on the last fatal offensive on the battlefield
is difficult to determine (Jefferson, 2012: 2-3). Curiously, that King Wladislaus III
apparently involved Toma, the owner of Hinkivtsi, in the negotiation process with
the Tatars, the Great Horde, to ensure peace in Podolia during his presence in the
Kingdom of Hungary and further in course of the Crusade (Liske, 1876: Ne 20;
Mykhaylovskiy, 2020: 128).

Therefore, motives for donating the next grant of Tovste to Bohdan
Hinkovych are clearer than the previous one of 1427. It took place during the anti-
Ottoman campaign in the Balkans in 1444. In this context, the donation was also
already considered by Prof. Mykhaylovskiy. Bohdan could be a potential partici-
pant of this campaign. This assumption logically fits to context and course of
events of the campaign. This example and similars indicates that population of the
lands of Rus' in possession of the Crown of Poland, namely the land of Lviv and
Podolia, bore the significant burden of the campaign to rescue Constantinople in
1443-1444.

Conclusions

Thus, the attempt was made to clarify the exact dates of issue of the two
relevant documents, October 2 in 1427, and September 24 in 1444, concerning
grants of possession of Tovste. In the case of granting the rights to Ivanko
Hinkovych toward the settlement, apparently, Grand Duke of Lithuania Vytautas
the Great tried to maintain control over the whole Podolia, which in principle
confirms the previous conclusions of Dr. Kurtyka and Prof. Mykhaylovskiy.
Alternative versions of the donation as a reward for Ivanko's participation in
military campaigns in favour of the Lithuanian Duke are based on assumptions,
but they should not be rejected. Perhaps, the assertion of Duke Vytautas the Great
in Podolia had a broad context of the attempt to establish his control over all
lands of Rus' and even the Golden Horde in the long run.

Further, Toma, the owner of Hinkivtsi, and Bohdan Hinkovych were
apparently involved in the organization of the anti-Ottoman campaign of 1443-
1444 in the Balkans. Toma was enlisted through the diplomatic embassy to the
Tatars to ensure peace during the hostilities in the Kingdom of Hungary and the
defense from the Ottoman threat. Furthermore, Bohdan, apparently, received the
grant of one hundred marks of Cracow in grosses on Tovste for direct partici-
pation in the anti-Ottoman campaign. At least the appropriate grant was made by
the King during the Crusade, when for the success he could really additionally
recruit crusaders. The problem of involving the population of the land of Lviv and
Podolia in the Crusade needs further research.

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THE LITHUANIAN FAMILY OF MONTOVT (MONTOVT KOBLYNSKY)
IN VOLHYNIA IN THE 15th - 16t CENTURIES

The joint development of Lithuanian and Ukrainian lands within the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania in the 14th-16th centuries fostered inter-ethnic
family ties. One of such cases was the Lithuanian family of Montovt, known in
Volhynia since the second half of the 15th century.

The article looks at the history of the family of Montovt. The Grand Duke
of Luthuania bestowed upon Mykhailo Montovtovych, a member of this family,
the most important administrative office in Volhynia - starosta of Lutsk, and
the latter’s descendants settled in Volhynia permanently. Jakub Montovtovych,
the younger son of Mykhailo Montovovych, whilst serving as starosta of
Kremenets, received for his service substantial land holdings - volost of Mlyniv
together with the town of Koblyn. After the name of the town Volhynian
Montovts started to be called the Montovt Koblynskies.

The important status of the family of Montovt in Volhynia is evidenced not
only by high offices held by some of its members, but also by matrimonial ties:
the Montovts established kinship ties with several ducal families, in particular
the families of Holshan, Porytsky, Lubetsky and Sokolsky.

The most famous from the family of Montovt in the 16th century was
Hanna Montovtivna, the daughter of Yan Yakubovich, who was the son of
Yakub Mykhailovych. Hanna's destiny, which began happily, had a very
sorrowful continuation. When she was 14, her father gave her in marriage to
Duke Bogush Lubetsky. In her second marriage, she was the wife of Duke Vasyli
Sokolsky. Altogether Hanna was married four times. After the death of her
father, her stepmother and her second husband Oleksandr Semashko, trying to
appropriate her inheritance, married her against her will to a cruel and
uneducated man Pavel Zglychynsky, who deprived her from her property and
kept her in prison for 14 years. Freed from the captivity, Hanna tried to divorce
her husband, but according to the decree of Lutsk bishop, Zglychynsky only
apologized to his wife and promised to treat her well henceforth. Thus, Hanna
was forced to forgive him and to continue to live with him in marriage.

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CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN
PRINCE VASYL-KOSTIANTYN OSTROZKYI
AND KRYSHTOF RADZIWILL AS A SOURCE

The article analyzes the correspondence of Kyiv voivode V.-K. Ostrozkyi to
his son-in-law, an influential Lithuanian politician Krystof Radziwill. This is
almost the only relatively complete complex of the prince's correspondence in
Ostroh, which, given the trusting relationship between both participants of the
correspondence, allows us to reconstruct his inner world. As one might suspect,
he significantly contradicted Ostroh's public persona. For the prince, the
correct ("old") "world"” remained in the past, in the times before the Union of
Lublin from the year 1569. Innovations were perceived by Vasyl-Kostiantyn as
a challenge to this world, which violated its traditional foundations and con-
sisted of an attack on regionalism, a reduction in the political role of princes,
and attempts to change the confessional picture of the newly created state. The
prince believed that the policy of the Rzeczpospolita's leadership toward the
Moscow state was ill-conceived. Ostrozkyi argued that constant wars with the
eastern neighbor reduced the overall potential of Christian civilization in its
confrontation with Islamic civilization, especially with the country which at
that time embodied its offensive in Europe, the Ottoman Empire.

Ostrozkyi appealed to Radziwill with the expectation of finding support in
the confrontation with Jan Zajmoyskyi, an extremely influential crown chan-
cellor and hetman in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. It is no coincidence
that the Kyiv voivode focused on issues that might have been of interest to the
Lithuanian magnate. In particular, these interests included: the attempts of the
crown elite, led by J. Zamoyskyi to ignore the interests of the Lithuanian and
Ruthenian nobility, unwillingness to pay due attention to defense issues, insuffi-
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cient allocation of funds for the repair and construction of castle fortifications.
Gradually, the correspondence reflects the problem of interfaith confrontation,
which was the result of the growth of counter-reformation processes from the
beginning of Sigismund Ill's rule in the Polish-Lithuanian state. Their main
emphasis in Europe was on Protestantism (K. Radziwill represented Calvinism),
but in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, as a result of the Union of Brest in
1596, the Counter-Reformation also acquired anti-Orthodox content.

In general, the correspondence of Prince V.-K. Ostrozkyi is a unique source
that allows us to reconstruct the main features of the identity of an influential
princely stratum, which was significantly influenced by the transformation
processes in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in the second half of the
sixteenth and early seventeenth centuries.

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SOCIOTOPOGRAPHY OF VILNIUS IN THE 17TH-18TH CENTURIES:
MAIN FEATURES AND DIRECTIONS OF DEVELOPMENT

The article summarises the characteristics of the development of the Vil-
nius community in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, regarding the context of
historical events between the 17th and 18th centuries. The summary is part of
a scientific project carried out between 2018 and 2021, based on a research of
real estate registers and lists of taxes collected by the magistrate. The research
used a statistical method, a spatial relational database and the structured
query language (SQL) as well as Python programming language libraries NumPy
and Pandas for managing and analysing big data. A detailed description of the
study and its results can be found in the collective monograph published in 2021.

Based on these sources, the value of real estate in different districts of
Vilnius, spatial distribution, size and function of the buildings as well as the
distribution of their owners in the city between first half of the 17th and the
end of the 18th century were analysed. It was determined that frequent large
fires were causing the biggest changes to the spatial structure of Vilnius. The
greatest changes in demography and sociotopography were recorded after the
occupation of Vilnius by the Moscow army between 1655 and 1661 and plague
outbreaks in 1657 and between 1709 and 1710. During these times, the city has
lost between 30 and 50 percent of its population.

As a result, the mediaeval spatial structure of the old city gradually disap-
peared and its current appearance was formed with large, almost completely
built-up plots of land, elite residences and dominant brick architecture of the
Baroque style. The social structure has been partially changed. Poor
townspeople and some artisans moved from the city centre to the suburbs. In
the fortified centre, most real estate passed from the hands of ordinary citizens
to wealthy individuals and organisations, who often acquired entire groups of
empty land areas. However, some characteristics of the sociotopography of the
16th and first half of the 17th centuries remained unchanged, including the
locations of some areas where social groups were living.

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STYLI IN VILNIUS

Stylus is a metal or bone instrument that was used for writing on a birch
bark or wax-coated wooden tablets. The tool itself (Greek: stilos; Latin: stilus)
originated in antiquity: styli were common in ancient Greece and Rome. In
Medieval Rus', which is characterised by an abundance of archaeological finds
related to writing, the first styli date back to the 10th century.

In the Middle Ages two types of styli were used - made of iron, for writing
on birch, and made of animal bone, for writing on waxed tablets. This parti-
cular paper focuses on the latter. Medieval bone styli are a very rare find in
Lithuanian archaeological material, especially in burial monuments. According
to the data from 1998, only 15 graves out of almost 8000 contained styli. Bone
styli are also rare in urban cultural layers. In addition, styli found in cities
precede those found in burial grounds. Styli found in ethnic Lithuania are
identical to those found in other cities of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, there-
fore their origin and spread could be associated with the influence of Ruthe-
nian cities of the duchy.

Two medieval burial grounds were found in the earliest towns of pagan
Lithuania - Kernavé and Vilnius - where the dead were buried according to the
Christian tradition (inhumation of the deceased, the east-west orientation
(head to the west), wooden constructions, the scant presence of grave goods,
and so forth). The most abundant type of grave goods included ornaments;
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however no tools or weapons typical of pagan burials were found in these two
burial grounds. According to archaeological and historical material, burial
grounds in Kernavé and Boksto Street are nearly contemporaneous, both
dating back to 13th-14th century although, the burial ground in Boksto Street
remained in use late as the 15th century. Various arguments are provided in
debates on the religious affiliation of those who buried members of their com-
munity in these burial grounds. Some researchers disagree that the Orthodox
were buried in these two burial grounds in the still pagan Lithuania. The lack
of evidence on writing in the layers of the town of Kernavé, that is the absence
of styli (except those found on the site of the ruler's castle), birch bark or waxed
tablets, is presented as one of the arguments supporting the theory of non-
Orthodox burials there. It is well known, that such finds were typical of Rus’ cities,
especially in Great Novgorod, where 1144 items of birch bark have been found up
to 2021. Notably, fewer such finds were found in other cities of the Rus".

During the detailed archaeological investigations on the burial ground in
Boksto Street, several bone styli were found. It must be mentioned, that these
artefacts were not found in the horizon of the burial ground, but in the later
cultural layer, dating back to the 16th century. The material found is discussed
in this paper. We also tried to answer the question of whether these styli could
have originated from the horizon of the burial ground and how (or if) they
could be associated with the 'Civitas Rutenica’, Ruthenian city of Vilnius, which
was mentioned in historical sources in 1383.

Introduction

The results obtained during the archaeological research on Boksto Street in
Vilnius were presented during the Kamenets conference in 2015 and 2021
(Jonaitis, 2017). The research into this particular location is exceptional firstly
because of the discovery of a previously unknown Orthodox medieval burial
ground, which formed a part of the Ruthenian city or Civitas Rutenica of Vilnius.
An intensive cultural layer was discovered extending above the burial site, rea-
ching a thickness of up to seven meters. Finds discovered within these layers
included exceptional artefacts made of glass, various metals, bone, and antler.

A new topic was created as a result of these discoveries, and in this paper, one of
the more interesting groups of finds - the writing styli - will be presented.

A stylus is a slender utensil, made of metal or bone (or even precious metals),
used for writing on birch bark or wax-coated wooden (or ivory) tablets. In the
medieval Rus', which is characterised by an abundance of archaeological finds
related to writing, the first styli date back to the 10t century (Ovchinnikova,
2000: 61). The tool itself originates from antiquity, where styli were very popular
in Ancient Greece and Rome. In the Middle Ages, there were two types of styli
used for writing: made either of metal, intended for writing on birch bark, or of
bone, for writing on waxed tablets!. Styli are a very rare find in Lithuanian
archaeological material, especially in burial monuments. According to 1998 data,
only 15 out of almost 8000 examined burials contained bone styli (Svetikas, 1998:
26). Styli do not occur very often in urban cultural layers either. Besides, styli
found in cities are usually earlier than those found in burial grounds (Svetikas,
1998: 34). Styli found in the territory of ethnic Lithuania are identical to those
found in other cities of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and their origin can be
associated with the Ruthenian cities of the duchy.

No information is available regarding pagan Lithuanian scripts (their existen-
ce has not been confirmed), which had resulted in a viewpoint that Lithuanians
were 'illiterate’. However, it is known that since the 13t century Franciscan
monks worked in the chancellery of the grand dukes of Lithuania. Both Latin and
0ld Slavic languages were used. In Vilnius, styli have been found in the territory of
Vilnius Lower Castle, as well as in the cultural layers investigated in BokSto Street.
These finds revise the view about 'illiterate’ Lithuanians as they testify directly to
the presence of writing on the ruler's estate and in the Ruthenian part of the city
of Vilnius. This paper is an overview of styli that have been discovered in Boksto
Street and the territory of Vilnius Lower Castle. The study also includes a dis-
cussion of the context and meaning of their presence.

State of the research

In Europe, interest in styli began during the mid-20t century. Interest in
these writing implements also arose relatively early in the neighbouring countries
of Lithuania. In 1951, the first examples of birch bark with inscriptions were
discovered during the excavations in Novgorod. The writing was not made in ink,
but by incising the letters on the inner surface of the wood. Artemy Artsikhovsky,
who lead the excavations, hypothesised that the writing was done with bone tools
as ones made of metal ones would have been too sharp, while wooden ones were
not sharp enough (Artsikhovskii, Tikhomirov, 1953: 8). During the same exca-
vation, one more such tool made of bone was found in a 14t-century layer: one of

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its ends was pointed while the other had a hole for hanging (Artsikhovskii, Tikho-
mirov, 1953: 8). In 1960, a summary article by Alexander Medvedev appeared in
which the author registered, classified and identified 117 styli that had been
discovered thus far (Miedviediev, 1960). Interestingly, of the 50 styli found in
Novgorod, four were found in specially-made cases.

In her 1973 article, F. Gurevich wrote an overview of metal styli. The author
divided styli found in Novogrudok to eight types and set their chronology to the
11th-14th century (Gurevich, 1973). Bone styli with zoomorphic ends were revie-
wed by Albina Miedyntseva in 1983, in which she drew attention to the dating of
such artefacts and attempted to determine their ethnicity (Miedyntseva, 1983).

In 2000, Bronislava Ovchinnikova considerably expanded the compendium
on styli from Novgorod (Ovchinnikova 2000). The author updated Medvedev's
classification of styles and clarified the chronology of the Novgorod styli. The
latter classification will be used in this paper in an attempt to determine the
typology and probable chronological boundaries of styli that have been found in
Vilnius. The most recent work on the writing culture of Novgorod was published
in 2018. In it, Oleg Oleinikov describes 23 styli from the cultural layers of the 11th-
15t century that have been recovered during the 2008-2017 investigations
(Olieinikov, 2018). The author classifies them on the basis of the typology propo-
sed by A. Medvedev and B. Ovchinikova's extended typology.

In the neighbouring Latvia, Andris Caune and Andris Celmin$ have conducted
extensive studies of styli. A. Caune published an outline of the typology of Latvian
styli and summary articles on Latvian and Livonian styli (Caune, 1990; Caune,
1992). A. Celmins studied brass styli and examples that have been discovered in
the churchyard of the Riga Cathedral (Celmins, 1996; Celmins, 1997).

In Poland, the first to identify styli was J. Zak. In the middle of the 20t cen-
tury, he compared styli found in Poland with examples from antiquity and deter-
mined their function2. Later, the author refuted the view of some researchers who
distinguished this type of finds as pins and examples bearing a triangular-shaped
terminal as spoons (Zak, 1956).

In 2014, a brief article appeared in Estonia on styli found in Tartu (Haak,
2014). Based on A. Caunes' typology, Haak categorised and presented 14 medieval
styli that have been recovered in Tartu (Haak, 2014: 64). Curiously, the author
writes that most of styli were recovered from the south-eastern suburbs rather
than their primary locations. The researcher dates these styli to the 14th-16th
century (Haak, 2014: 64).

In Lithuania, the only article devoted to bone styli, or styli in general, was
written by Eugenijus Svetikas. In his study, the author reviews styli that have

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been discovered in the burial ground in Alytus (the end of the 14th-the beginning
of the 17t centuries) and other cities of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania (Svetikas
1998). In his conclusions, the author argues that writing was introduced to
Lithuania only after the baptism by Livonia in 1387, although a significant number
of styli have been found in the Ruthenian towns of the GDL. In this way, Svetikas’
study excludes the spread of the Ruthenian script, which undoubtedly took place
before the official Catholic baptism of Lithuania in 1387.

Lithuanian historians have also discussed the spread of writing across the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the tools employed by scribes. In the study devoted
to the culture of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, historian A. Dubonis devoted
several paragraphs to the writing implements (Dubonis, 2001: 586-587). Notably,
the author mainly refers to the above-mentioned study by E. Svetikas (Dubonis,
2001: 587). Lastly, A. Dubonis points out that in the Ruthenian part of the GDL,
wax tablets were used for studying and drafting (Dubonis, 2001: 586).

The link between Kernavé and Vilnius

In order to understand the situation in medieval Vilnius more thoroughly, it is
first necessary to discuss the discoveries that were made in another Lithuanian
city, Kernavé.

In the first cities of pagan Lithuania - Kernavé and Vilnius - medieval inhu-
mation burials were discovered, where the deceased were buried according to
Christian traditions: the remains were not cremated, heads oriented to the west,
inside wooden structures, with few but exceptional grave goods (mainly jewelle-
ry and elements of clothing) (Vélius, 2005; Jonaitis, Kapliunaité, 2020). No work
tools, weapons or horse equipment, characteristic of pagan burials, were found
here. However, the question remains as to who exactly was buried here. Both
burial grounds are similar, almost identical. Nevertheless, several differences
have been identified of which the first is the chronological non-simultaneity of at
least some of the individual phases of these funerary monuments. The Kriveikiskis
burial ground started being used slightly earlier than the burial ground in Boksto
Street. However, the latter was used for a slightly longer time, to as late as the
beginning of the 15t century. Although the difference in chronology is not signi-
ficant, such aspects as the change in historical circumstances or new trends may
have driven the appearance of certain characteristics. Consideration of the availa-
ble arguments, led to the assumption that KriveikiSkis burial ground represents
the middle stage in the development of the Orthodox burial tradition, being an
earlier, less strongly expressed variation of the tradition. KriveikiSkis would have
been the burial place of Orthodox townspeople. However, specifics such as ethnic
identity cannot be determined, at least for the time being. The deceased could
have been Ruthenians, Lithuanians, Yotvingians, or other ethnic groups. The some-
what looser tradition of Christian burial rites in Kriveikiskis can be attributed to
the fact that Orthodox Christians did not form a large part of the population;
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furthermore, they would have lived among the pagans, not forming a separate
suburb as in the case of Vilnius.

Currently, the most reasonable hypothesis maintains that the burial ground in
Boksto Street housed the remains of Orthodox Christians who lived in the pagan
Vilnius (including an uncertain number of baptised Lithuanians and former
pagans) (Jonaitis, Kaplinaité, 2020). This community lived in the so-called Civitas
Rutenica, which was mentioned in the written sources of 1383 (Marburgietis,
1999: 185). In Kernavé (Kriveikiskis), the deceased were buried in accordance to
Christian burial traditions. Orthodox immigrants could have also been buried
here. However, this burial ground raises more questions as there are no historical
sources about Orthodoxy in Kernavé.

Previously, one of the arguments aimed at proving that non-Orthodox people
were buried in Kernavé, was the fact that no evidence of writing was found in the
cultural layers of the city: no styli, barks or waxed tablets (Vélius, 2005: 23;
Velius, 2013: 62). Here, the author is referring to writing, not at the level of
princely writing (two styli were found on the Aukuras Hillfort3), but in everyday
life (Vélius, 2005: 23). Two styli were discovered in 19924 One of them is
definitely a metal stylus, the terminal of which ends in a triangular plate5 (Fig. 1).
The piece measures to 12 cm in length and the triangular plate is 1.7 cm in widthes.
Even though the archaeological report indicates that this artefact is 'a special-
purpose needle or awl, made of metal, with a flat triangular terminal’ (Luchtanas,
1993: 32), there is no doubt that this is, in fact, a stylus.

The identification of the second item (Fig. 2) is a little more dubious. The
metal object has a sharp point and is highly reminiscent of a stylus. It was initially
identified by researchers as an awl or a darning needle (on the Museum's collec-
tion card). Later, in the same card it was listed as a stylus, a writing implement.
The question remains as to why the identification had changed. The examination
of the artefact raised doubts as to whether it was really a stylus: unlike other such
objects, its working point was square in cross-section and uncomfortable to hold,
let alone to write with. Moreover, its top part has not survived, so it is very
difficult to identify it with certainty as a stylus. In any case, one of the two finds
from Kernavé is definitely a stylus. Moreover, it was discovered in the location of
the ruler's residential palace, where his chancery would have been located.

In the discussion on the absence of writing in Kernavé, the case of Novgorod
was put forward as an argument by G. Vélius (Vélius, 2005: 23). However, in this
particular study, the opinion is maintained that writing on birch bark is unique to
Novgorod, where 1154 letters written on birch bark have been found in this
town?. It should be noted further that significantly fewer such artefacts were
found in other towns of the Rus'. Thus, the claim holding that the inhabitants of
Kernavé were illiterate is debatable and it remains possible that they were
familiar with writing after all.

Archaeological material

Returning to the discussion in regard to the search for Orthodoxy in Kernavé,
it should be noted that the situation in Vilnius is different: metal and bone styli
have been found here, not only in residency of the Grand Dukes, but also in the
city itself.

Several styli have been discovered during the investigations of the medieval
burial ground in BokSto Street. Notably, these artefacts were not found in the

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burial ground, but in the later cultural layers extending above the burial ground,
dating back to the 16t century.

Detailed archaeological excavations on BoksSto Street 6 began in November
2006 and were fully completed by December 2014. The work was carried out and
supervised alternately by the author of this article and Irma Kapliinaité: in 2006-
2007, 2009-2011 by the research supervisor R.Jonaitis, in 2012 and 2014 by
the research supervisor I.Kaplinaité. A detailed record of all the works and
information is provided in the excavation reports on Boksto Street 6 (Jonaitis,
2009; 2018; Kaplinaité, 2014; 2016). During the years of investigations, an area
of about 7000 m2 was excavated (the whole area extends over 8000 m2). This is
one of the largest archaeological sites ever investigated in the territory of Vilnius
0ld Town. The location and boundaries of the burial ground in Boksto Street were
determined by the natural features and the terrain of the site. As is typical of the
medieval worldview, the burial ground was situated in a picturesque location, at
the top of a steep slope of a river (Jonaitis, Kapliinaité: 105). The total area of the
burial site may have amounted to about 2500 m2. A high density of burials was
found in the central and south-eastern parts of the burial ground, which is
considered to be the earliest part of this funerary complex. The analysis of burial
features showed that a uniform system was employed across the burial site with a
noticeable pattern of planning (Jonaitis, Kaplunaité, 2020: 128). It is likely that the
burial of the deceased within the site was regulated and maintained by somebody.
The distinction of orderly rows of burials allowed the tracing of another feature of
the burial ground that is the presence of markings on the former level of the
ground (Jonaitis, Kaplinaité, 2020: 128).

Several styli were found in the territory of the Vilnius Lower Castle. The his-
tory of castles in Vilnius, both Lower and Upper, is an integral part of the history
of Vilnius and Lithuania as a whole. The earlier Lower Castle went through a long
development from the end of the 13t century, when the enclosure castle was built
here, to the 16t century, with the construction of the Renaissance palace of the
Lithuanian grand dukes (Valioniené, 2019: 135-145). The first masonry church in
Vilnius was built within the same area, and was first mentioned in the letters of
Gediminas in 1387. A great deal of information about the development of this
significant location and the everyday life of the people who lived here (the
nobility) is revealed by extensive archaeological research that began in 1987 and
is still ongoing today. Below is the discussion of iron and bone styli that have been
discovered during these investigations.

During archaeological investigations in BokSto Street, three styli made of
antler were discovered. All of them were recovered during the 2009-2011 exca-
vations (Jonaitis, 2018b). The first stylus was found in the eastern yard, in a layer
of black soil dating from the 16t century onwards (Jonaitis, 2018b: 56) (Fig. 3).
This layer extended above the sterile soil. The point of the stylus is broken off, the
thick end of the shaft is cone-shaped and decorated with lines and a rolled
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pattern. The stylus measures to 10.5 cm in length and 0.55-0.85 cm in diameter.
According to A. Medvedev and B. Ovchinnikova, this particular find can be assig-
ned to Type 15 and dated between the end of the 14t and the 16th century
(Miedviediev, 1960: 79; Ovchinnikova, 2000: 58-59). Styli of Type 15 has also
been found in other Ruthenian towns (Ovchinnikova, 2000: 59).

The second stylus (made of antler) was found in the eastern yard of Boksto
Street 6 (Jonaitis, 2018b: 80) (Fig. 4). It was discovered on the stone pavement
dated back to the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century. Based on
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the typology established by Russian scholars, the stylus is reminiscent of Type 15
(Miedviediev, 1960: 79; Ovchinnikova, 2000: 58-59). Therefore, it must have
gotten to the later layers by chance. The stylus is complete, the thick end termi-
nates in a spherical shape, incised decoration includes rolled and cylindrical
patterns. The stylus measures to 8.7 cm in length and 0.4-0.8 cm in diameter.

The third stylus was also found in the eastern yard, in a layer of grey earth,
extending above the sterile soil (Jonaitis, 2018b: 83) (Fig. 5). It is of rough work.
Most likely, it is not a completed stylus, but rather its workpiece. A hole drilled
along the artefact was probably meant for the insertion of an iron spike. The
stylus measures to 8.9 cm in length and 0.7-1.2 cm in thickness. Analogical finds
are not known. A possibility remains that it is, in fact, a finished artefact, albeit
poorly made.

In comparison, eight styli were found in the territory of Vilnius Lower Castle:
five of them were made of metal, three: of bone/antlers.

The first is a complete iron stylus, with one end in the shape of a rounded
triangle. The length of the artefact measures to 11.8 cm and 0.5 cm in diameter.
The width of the triangular blade (the head) is 2.1 cm. The exact cultural layer
from which this find was recovered is not known. It belongs to one of the most
popular types of styli: Type 12, Variation B (Miedviediev, 1960: 78; Ovchinnikova,
2000: 57). In Ruthenian lands, it dates back to the end of the 12t-14t century

(Fig. 6).

Another find is that of a stylus made of iron, with a loop at the top and a
round cross-section (Fig. 7). It was found broken. The terminal is spherical in
shape and has a 0.3 cm hole. Measures 4.7 cm in length. It is dated to the late 14t
to early 15t century. Analogies for this stylus could not be found. Most likely, this
is some kind of a local version or a simple darning needle.

One more discovery includes a complete stylus made of iron, which is dated
between the 14t and 15t century. It measures to 15.7 cm in length and 0.2-0.7
cm in diameter. Its terminal is widened and decorated with a circle and horizontal
parallel lines. In Russia, styli of this type are dated to the end of the 14t - to the
16t century and correspond to Type 15 (Miedviediev, 1960: 79; Ovchinnikova,
2000: 58-59) (Fig. 8).

A (potential) iron stylus was found in a cultural layer dated back to the end of
the 14t century (Fig. 9). A cork (0.5x0.4 cm and 5.4 cm in length) made of birch,
used as a cover for the tip, accompanies this stylus. The object measures to 16.9
cm in length and 0.4 cm in diameter.

One more fully preserved metal stylus was discovered in the 16th-century
cultural layer (Fig. 10). The thick end is decorated with a circle composed of six
horizontal lines, with another circle situated between them. The artefact is 13.3
cm long and 0.2-0.6 cm in diameter. It is classified as Type 15 (Miedviediev, 1960:
79; Ovchinnikova, 2000: 58-59).

Another stylus, made of antler (Fig. 11), was found during the 2004 excava-
tion. It is intact, measures to 10.7 cm in length and terminates in a triangular
plate. In Ruthenian lands, styli of this type are dated from the late 12th to the mid-
14t century and correspond to the third variation of Type 12 (Miedviediev, 1960:
78; Ovchinnikova, 2000: 57).

A T-shaped bone stylus was discovered in a mixed layer, dated back to the
end of the 16t century-the beginning of the 17t century (Fig. 12). The length of

the artefact measures to 6.8 cm, and the length of
the shaft is 1.5 cm. Based on the Russian
typology, this would be a distinct, highly
simplified variant of Type 8 (four variations had
been distinguished) (Miedviediev, 1960: 78;
Ovchinnikova, 2000: 52-54). This particular type
was most common during the second half of the
12t to the middle of the 13t century (Olieinikov,
2018:179).

Another stylus is a work of art that shows a
high level of skill in the production of bone
artefacts (Fig. 13). It is possible that this stylus
belonged to a member of the clergy, probably a
monk who worked in the ruler's or bishop's
chancellery. It is in the vicinity of monasteries
that most styli are found in Europe. After all, mo-
nasteries were centres of literature and science
during the Middle Ages. Although there are no
monasteries found in the territory of the Lower
Castle of Vilnius, we know from historical sour-
ces that the Franciscan monks worked in the
chancellery of the ruler, starting from the reign
of Grand Duke Vytenis in the end of the 13t
century (Kaplinaité, 2015: 45). Lithuania beca-
me a Catholic state at the end of the 14t century,
thus, the number of literate monks was bound to
increase. This is indirectly confirmed by a large
number of Christian devotees (both Catholic and
Orthodox) in the territory of the Lower Castle of
Vilnius (Jonaitis, 2018a). Nowhere else in Vilnius
have so many artefacts related to faith been
found in one place. Since the Lower castle of
Vilnius was the administrative, political, spiri-
tual, and cultural centre of the grand dukes, re-
presentatives of various religions mingled here.

Therefore, such findings in this territory should not be surprising.

Styli finds recovered from the territory of the Vilnius Lower Castle included
a variety of types, which were made of bone-antler and iron. In Boksto Street, on
the other hand, all the discovered styli were made of bone and corresponded to
a single type (with the exception of the alleged blank for a stylus). The Lower Castle -
the residence of the rulers - was the administrative, political, economic, cultural,
and religious centre of Lithuania, and the variety of the discovered styli is
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reflective of this. BokSto Street 6 is an area that was mainly inhabited by the
representatives of a single denominational community, which means that the
variety of styli is much more limited, as is the variety of materials used. In
Kernavé, the first capital of Lithuania, only one stylus was discovered. As was
described above, it is made of metal and is dated earlier than the other examples.
In all these cases, the finds confirm their related historical context.

And what is the situation with the presence of writing implements in other
cities of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania? A review was compiled by E. Svetikas,
though almost 25 years ago (Svetikas, 1998). Most of the various types of styli
were found in the Ruthenian cities of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania: Gardin,
Novogrudok, Volkovysk, the cities of Turovo land; individual examples are known
from the cities of Polotsk Land. Styli were also found in the cities of present-day
Latvia and Estonia (35 units according to 1998 data): most of them were made of
brass. The situation is quite different in medieval burial grounds: bone artefacts
are a very rare find here.

As such, it is seen that most of the styli were found in the Ruthenian cities of
the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. It can be undoubtedly be connected with the spread
of Orthodoxy and writing, first in the Ruthenian part of the Grand Duchy of
Lithuania and then in Vilnius.
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Returning to Vilnius, the majority of styli were found in the territory of the
Lower Castle of Vilnius; further three styli were recovered from Boksto Street
(Fig. 14). Unfortunately, the situation that existed in the rest of the current old
town of Vilnius remains unclear for now. No systematised data exists for other
possible finds of styli from the rest of the territory of Civitas Rutenica (inhabited
by Orthodox Christians) or in regard to the German town (inhabited by Catholic
merchants and craftsmen), where more than one monastery was built after
baptism.

Conclusion

Styli finds showed that the situation in regard to literacy in Vilnius did not
differ much from that of Eastern and Western Europe. In Kernavé, the first capital
of Lithuania, on the Aukuras hillfort (the site of the ruler's castle) a stylus and an
iron object resembling a stylus were found. This indicates that the inhabitants of
Kernavé may also have been familiar with writing. Possibly, Christians (both
Catholics and Orthodox) who were familiar with writing may have worked in the
ruler's castle, just like the later Vilnius, while the townspeople themselves were
not yet familiar with writing. However, bearing in mind the limited scale of
research on the lower town of Kernavé, it can be stated that styli remain undisco-
vered. Moreover, in some cases, styli finds may have been unidentified.

Lithuanians were not an isolated community as historical sources written by
hostile countries sometimes tried to show. They did not stay 'isolated’ in their
swamps far from the main trade routes, but were receptive of the innovations
brought by Christianity, including the spread of writing. Especially because the
grand dukes of Lithuania understood economic and cultural benefits provided by
Christians.

Since the territory of the Lower Castle of Vilnius was the economic, religious,
cultural and administrative centre of the entire Grand Duchy of Lithuania, it is no
coincidence that the earliest styli were found here. In the later cultural layers,
they were also found in the eastern territory of the current Vilnius Old Town, the
former 'Civitas Rutenica'.

This paper is more of an introductory study of a broader topic (chapter of the
future book), raising questions for future research and formulating the main
goals. Undoubtedly, it is necessary to review the reports of the latest archaeolo-
gical excavations in Vilnius, especially investigations carried out in the territory of
the German Town. It is necessary to study the influence of the Ruthenian lands, as
well as Livonia, on the spread of writing across the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, in
particular, Vilnius.
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DEVIANT BURIALS IN MEDIEVAL VILNIUS:
SAINTS OR CRIMINALS?

Christian cemeteries are distinguished by certain typical burial rites. Some
of the rites are characteristic of this religion, while others are common and
have been known since the Stone Age. However, in all the Christian burial sites
across Europe, there are always some unusual graves, sometimes called de-
viant (or atypical) burials; they differ from other graves and their exceptiona-
lity can occur in various burial elements. Although the first distinctive features
that come to mind when conducting archaeological investigations in Christian
burials are decapitation or burial in a prone position, there are many more
possible distinctive features to consider. These could be burials in unusual pla-
ces (isolated areas of a cemetery), burials in unusual positions, decapitations,
cut-off limbs, presence of sharp objects within the body, stones or coins inside
the mouth, mass graves, stoned burials covered with stones, cremation in an
inhumation site (partial cremation), crime, torture, evidence of special rituals
on skeletons, and so on. The following elements are to be considered when
discussing deviant burials: 1) location of a grave, 2) construction of a grave,
3) spatial orientation, and 4) body treatment.

When it comes to the deviant burials in medieval or modern European
cemeteries, atypical cases are usually associated with vampires and witches. In
Lithuania, unusual graves are sometimes associated with Pagan relics and
ethnography. Deviant burials could also be accorded to outcasts of the commu-
nity: criminals, people who have committed suicide, or those who have not been
baptised. In other cases, a possible deep faith of the deceased is emphasised.
Recently, a new field of research - 'judicial archaeology' - has emerged, in
which it is sought to explain unusual burials as a possible punishment for
criminals rather than a magical act.

It can be concluded that the number of deviant burials discovered in the
analysed medieval cemeteries was not that high. Some cases may indicate a
different perception of the assessment of a deceased person, but there are few
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of them (except for beheading). The other cases can often be simply explained
practically. For example, the stones could be related to wooden constructions
of the grave, various pathologies determined the distinctive positioning of the
body, the outcasts of the community (criminals or suicides) could be buried in a
more secluded place, and so on. Of course, one can identify the relics of Paga-
nism in unusual burials, especially in cases when the deceased was interred on
the side or in a prone position.

Introduction

Christian cemeteries are distinguished by certain typical burial rites. Some of
the rites are characteristic of this religion, while others are common and have
been known since the Stone Age. However, in all the Christian burial sites across
Europe, there are always some unusual graves, sometimes called deviant (or
atypical) burials; they differ from other graves and their exceptionality can occur
in various burial elements. Several main criteria of unusual burials, which can
be traced archaeologically, are distinguished: decapitation, prone burials, and
reopened burials. Unusual burials are sometimes attributed to contingency, but
this is unlikely in such a conservative process as a funeral. That is why exclusivity
is no longer considered a coincidence. Although a question remains, what it may
be associated with, especially, if there is no historical record in regard to burial
features of the period.

Alongside decapitation, graves of vampires and witches are often mentioned
first when it comes to the deviant burials in medieval or modern European
cemeteries. For example, in Central Europe (especially Poland), atypical cases
tend to be associated with vampires and witches, especially when the deceased is
buried without a head. In Lithuania, unusual graves are sometimes associated
with Pagan relics and ethnography. Deviant burials could also be accorded to
outcasts of the community: criminals, people who have committed suicide, or
those who have not been baptised. In other cases, a possible deep faith of the
deceased is emphasised. The explanation may, in some cases, be more straight-
forward. Attitudes towards the subject are changing as new hypotheses in regard
to deviant burials arise.

The body treatment is often the focus of studies analysing deviant burials. In
this paper, however, other burial elements will be discussed as well, including
1) location of the grave; 2) construction of the grave; 3) spatial orientation; 4) bo-
dy treatment. Various deviations detected in medieval funerary monuments in
Vilnius, the circumstances of their emergence and their possible meaning to the
past community will be discussed here. Furthermore, attention will be drawn to
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an issue, which is symbolically raised in the title, what kind of people ‘deserved’
an exceptional burial: saints or criminals?

State of the research

During recent decades, a great deal of attention started being paid to deviant
burials in Europe, generating separate volumes with articles dedicated to the
subject (for example, Murphy, 2008). In earlier foreign literature, distinctive
burials were often associated with the fear of the dead or simply clumsy mortuary
practices; however, in recent decades, this phenomenon started to be analysed
through a much broader context (Gardeta, Kajkowski, 2013: 781). Two main
'camps’ can be distinguished in the historiography. One argues that distinctive
burials should be primarily associated with vampires and witches; the other
emphasises that each case should be treated individually, and consider that
unusual burials may be of individuals convicted of a crime (for a detailed
discussion of the historiography and approaches see (Gardeta, Kajkowski, 2013:
780-796)). Recently, a new field of research - 'judicial archaeology' - has emer-
ged, in which it is sought to explain unusual burials as a possible punishment for
criminals rather than a magical act (for example, see PhD thesis (Mattison, 2016)).
Even in the Polish literature, which for a long time associated deviant burials
primarily with vampires and witches (i.e. the fear of the dead), a tendency has
been growing to talk about the possibility of a particular treatment in the burial of
judicial offenders (Gardela, Kajkowski, 2013: 781). It is stressed that, in some
cases, individuals convicted of a crime were even buried in a separate cemetery?.
Eventually, however, they began to be buried alongside the rest of the community,
but in a more exclusive way: decapitation and removal of limbs being a common
feature of these burials (Mattison, 2016).

Of course, at least in some cases, explanations can be more straightforward
and ‘down to earth’. Therefore, objective reasons that have nothing to do with
magic or crime should also be taken into account. All of these possible expla-
nations will be discussed further in the article.

Although in European studies deviant burials are being studied from various
perspectives, in Lithuania this topic is still relatively poorly researched. This may
be due to the fact that in Lithuania Paganism prevailed up until 1387 when the
country was officially baptised as a Catholic state. Cremation was the predomi-
nant practice in Pagan burial customs, which makes it extremely difficult to
archaeologically discern possible evidence of deviant burials among the cremated
remains. Although the tradition of inhumation may have been used in Lithuania

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before the official baptismz, this particular burial method definitely set in only
after 1387. Since the country underwent a long process of Christianisation, as late
as the 16th and 17th centuries, various deviations from Christian burial traditions
(for instance, the placing of coins in the grave) are often associated with relics of
Paganism (for example, Urbanavicius, 1994).

As far as the research on atypical burial in Lithuania is concerned, two
authors, G.Vélius and E. Svetikas, who have paid a little more attention to it,
should be mentioned. In 2010, an article by G. Vélius was published on the topic of
atypical burial and Lithuanian medieval cemeteries (Vélius, 2010: 62-73). The
author focused on the distinctive burials discovered in the Kriveikiskis burial
ground in Kernavé, where he discussed such deviations as decapitation, prone
burial, and burial on the side, and sought to explain what such burials might be
associated with. G.Vélius concluded that the totality of the exceptional cases
reflects the continuity of Pagan burial traditions, certain customs and rituals; he
found explanations for some of the unusual instances in ethnography, also
highlighting the possible fear of the dead and the associated desecration of the
remains (Vélius, 2010: 72-73).

The work by E.Svetikas emphasises the impact of Christianity on various
aspects of burial. When discussing distinctive burials found in Alytus, the
researcher relates them to deep faith and the graves of clergy (Svetikas, 2003).
For example, E. Svetikas interprets the dead buried on their side or in a sleeping
posture, as very pious, repentant sinners (Svetikas, 2003: 151). He also associates
the cases of the dead laid in a prone position or on their stomachs, with their legs
bent or crossed, with their arms stretched forward, with the graves of extremely
pious people, perhaps even monks or saints (Svetikas, 2003: 151).

No other detailed studies of deviant burials have been published in Lithuania.
Usually, such cases are only mentioned in the description of any given burial site3
but are not examined more thoroughly. Surprisingly, there is a particular lack of
such knowledge regarding Vilnius. This may be due to the fact that most of the
studied funerary monuments are dated to later periods, while early burial
grounds (dating back to the 14t century) are very rare. In addition, generally
more attention is paid to other research issues, especially chronology and deno-
minational affiliation.

Sources of the research
This paper examines the earliest Christian inhumation burial sites# in Vilnius
(those that house the remains of newcomers as well as local neophytes), dating

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back to the 13th-15t centuries. The paper covers material that was collected from
several burial grounds, of which the choice was determined by the situation with
research in Vilnius.

When talking about medieval Lithuania, it should be noted that the study of
burial rites here is very problematic. This period encompasses the country’s
transition from Paganism to Christianity. Vilnius was first mentioned as the
capital in a letter written by Lithuanian Grand Duke Gediminas in 1323 (Gedimino
laiSkai, 2003). However, archaeological evidence shows that the city began to
emerge earlier, in the second half of the 13t century (Vaitkevicius, 2010: 63-65).
Paganism remained predominant here up until the official Catholic baptism in
1387. Nevertheless, communities of several different religions (local Pagans, as
well as newcomer Catholics and Orthodox) coexisted in the city from the very
beginningS. The grand dukes of Lithuania understood the benefits brought by
Christians from the East and the West. It must be emphasised that the Orthodox
believers (just like Catholics) did not come to Vilnius seeking the Christianisation
of the country. The settling of Christians in Pagan Vilnius should be connected
with the need to develop the economy and trading maybe even the military capa-
bility of the state rather than spreading Christianity. The arrivals also brought the
tradition of inhumation burial.

Although the earliest burial places for Catholic and Pagan communities in
Vilnius have not been identified as of yet, a burial ground was discovered in the
centre of the so-called Civitas Rutenicaé that housed the remains of Orthodox
believers (Fig. 1: 1). Nowadays, this location falls within Boksto Street. For now,
this is the earliest burial monument known in Vilnius. It dates back to the last
decades of the 13t century and the beginning of the 15t century. This burial
ground is one of the rare monuments that have been fully investigated. The
results obtained during excavations provide a great deal of information about
medieval funerary traditions?’. The burial ground was found to contain a large
number of burials (533 in total). Although confessional affiliation has been a
subject of discussion, the burial ground displays features that can be recognised
as belonging exclusively to the Christian tradition. These include inhumation,
burial in a supine position, east-west orientation (head to the west), the use of
wooden coffins or coffin-like structures, grave goods consisting of jewellery but
no weapons or tools, the burial of children in an identical manner as adults, burial
on several horizons, one on top of another.

Another burial ground, the material of which will be referred to in this study, is
located on Latako Street, nearby Boksto Street (Fig. 1: 2). This is the graveyard

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of the St. Nicholas Orthodox Church, where 141 burials have been investigated.
The burial ground dates back to the period after 1387. Unfortunately, research
material has not been published yet, and archaeological reports are incomplete
(Gendrénas, 1982; Gendrénas,1983).

There were also several other Catholic graveyards in medieval Vilnius: near
St. Anna-Barbara Churchs, St. Nicholas Church?®and (a Franciscan) the Assum-
ption of the Blessed Virgin Mary Church0 (Fig. 1: 3-5). Unfortunately, these have
been poorly researched. Furthermore, burials located close to St. Anna-Barbara
church, which also fall within the territory of the Vilnius castles, have been
disturbed during construction (Tautavicius, 1959). Graveyards of St. Nicholas and
Franciscan churches were in use for a considerable amount of time, as such, their
chronology covers the period up to the 17t century (Daminaitis, 1998; Vaice-
kauskas, 1994). Unfortunately, the results of archaeological research on these
burial sites are problematic as the information provided in the reports does not
contain any evidence of distinct burials.

Due to the lack of material from medieval Vilnius, information from other
burial grounds will be used for comparison in this study. These are burial sites
that are located further away from Vilnius, or funerary monuments dating from a
slightly later period, where distinct burials have been found just like in burial
grounds in Vilnius. The first case study is from KriveikiSkis burial ground in
Kernavé. The chronology of this burial site matches the burials found in Boksto
Street, dating from the mid-13thcentury to the year 1390 (the year Kernavé was
burnt down). A total of 292 burials have been investigated in KriveikiSkis (Vélius,
2005). This particular burial ground is included in this study not only because of
the similar chronology but also because the material and burial features are very
similar, almost identical, to those of the burial ground on Boksto Street. It is
thought that the burial ground in Kernavé may have also contained burials of the
Orthodox believers who lived in Pagan Lithuania. Whilst the denominational
affiliation is still raised for debate (e.g. Vélius, 2009: 265-272), it can be argued
that burial features which dominate at the Kriveikiskis burial site are those of the
Christian tradition (Jonaitis, Kaplinaité, 2020: 44-45).

The discussion also refers to archaeological material collected at the burial
ground of Alytus, which was used after the baptism of Lithuania, up until the 17t
century. A total of 1152 burials have been discovered here (Svetikas, 2003). This
particular burial ground is mentioned in the study not only because it is well-
researched, but also because the point of conversion of local Pagan Lithuanians to

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Catholicism can be observed in the burial record. In other cases, archaeological
material points to newcomer Christian communities.

Deviant burials

Although the first distinctive features that come to mind when conducting
archaeological investigations in Christian burials are decapitation or burial in a
prone position, there are many more possible distinctive features to consider.
These could be burials in unusual places (isolated areas of a cemetery), burials in
unusual positions, decapitations, cut-off limbs, presence of sharp objects within
the body, stones or coins inside the mouth, mass graves, stoned burials covered
with stones, cremation in an inhumation site (partial cremation), crime, torture,
evidence of special rituals on skeletons, and so on. This extensive list can be
broken down into main groups where evidence of special treatment may be
apparent: location of a grave, construction of a grave, spatial orientation, and
body treatment. All these groups will be discussed below, not only presenting the
identified distinctive features, but also trying to determine what may have led to
their occurrence in different cases, and the possible meanings of these features for
the community.

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The location of graves

Firstly, various deviations are examined through consideration of the location
of burials. Two variants become apparent in the study of burial locations: either
the grave is central, surrounded by other graves, or vice versa, the grave is located
further away from others. In the first case, the central grave could belong to a
person of exceptional status, a representative of the elite or a clergyman.
However, if a cemetery has been in use for a long time, it is difficult to trace the
presence of central graves, which makes the cases of isolated graves more
straightforward.

Several groups of graves were found within the burial ground on Boksto
Street, which were situated further away from the centre (Jonaitis, Kaplinaité,
2020: 130-132). Furthermore, these graves were orientated in other than the
east-west direction (Fig. 2). All other burial elements correspond to the features
of the remaining graves within the burial ground. Most individuals buried here
were over 40 years old, which is considered quite mature for the period in
question. Most of the dead had various fractures, bruises, hernias, arthritis,
inflammations, and especially poor state of teeth. Perhaps, these people were part
of the same community, but for some reason were rejected. Possibly, they were
criminals, non-baptists or have committed suicide. It is known that outcasts were
excluded from being buried on the holy ground. Criminals may have simply been
buried at the site of their execution (Riisgy, 2015: 71-72). For example, small
clusters of graves have been found within the 11th and 13t city limits of Kyiv
(Ivakin, 2012: 631). Such graves are associated with idolaters, suicide victims or
witches who could not be buried in Christian cemeteries (Ivakin, 2012: 631).

In the case of Boksto Street, the distinct burials may also be associated with
idolaters or witches, who could not be buried in a Christian cemetery. Or perhaps,
they are criminals, who were buried a little further from others, down the slope.
Graves of outcasts often exhibit certain distinctive features, such as being interred
in a prone position, with their hands tied, or their heads decapitated, and so on.
However, the main feature of the distinctive graves in Boksto Street is their
location, as well as the orientation of some of the remains in other than the east-
west direction. The remains, on the other hand, do not exhibit any evidence of
execution, or any other elements of burial that would immediately stand out. The
question of the choice of the location, therefore, remains unsettled. As the eastern
boundary of the burial site coincides with the edge of the steep slope towards the
Vilnia River, another possibility remains: maybe these graves were originally
placed next to other graves at the top of the slope during the period of use of the
site, but eventually collapsed along with a mass of soil.

Isolation of certain burials has not been recorded in other of the examined
cemeteries. As G. Vélius points out, the surroundings of churchyards have been
poorly studied archaeologically. As such, little data is available regarding the
people who were buried outside the church limits (Vélius, 2010: 68). This could
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be caused by specifics of research, whereby in most cases, only a part of a given
burial sites would have been investigated, with their boundaries remaining
undetermined. These reasons do not allow us to talk about burials situated
outside the limits. However, the burial ground on Boksto Street is an exception.

In terms of the placement of graves, it has been observed that graveyards of
Western European churches tend to have a higher concentration of graves in
more 'prestigious’ locations. The north side of churches tends to be used for the
burial of suicide victims and unbaptised children (Dawes, Magilton, 1980: 10).
Unfortunately, in the case of the burial ground of Boksto Street, no Orthodox
church has been found (just as in the case of Kriveikiskés in Kernavé). Thus, the
study of the specifics in choosing the location for graves is not possible. In the case
of medieval England, it has been observed that the western part of a church or
churchyard was often allocated to children's graves (Gilchrist, 2012: 206).
Interestingly, such areas with a high concentration of children's graves have been
also discovered in both BokSto and Latako streets. For instance, several graves of
children aged 1-10 years old were uncovered on the south-eastern side of the
Boksto Street burial ground (nos. 236, 243-245, 248, 249, 253, 255). However,
adult individuals were also buried among them. In the burial ground of Latako
Street, the remains of poorly preserved infant skeletons were discovered in a
concentrated group on top of a steep slope (a possible margin of the burial
ground) (Gendrénas, 1983: 15). Such clusters may be regarded as deliberate
placement of children's burials in isolated locations. However, at least in the case
of Boksto Street, remains of adults were found buried among the children; also,
more graves containing children were found scattered throughout the cemetery
alongside other burials containing individuals of varying ages and sexes. Could
these groups of children's burials be related to epidemics and their deaths
occurred concurrently?

The construction of graves

Another element is the arrangement (construction) of the grave. A distingui-
shing feature of Christianity is a unified burial when modesty and simplicity of the
grave symbolise the strength of faith!l. Wooden coffins or wooden constructions
were used in the medieval period as well as crypts (these were found in the burial
ground in Latako Street). No major deviations regarding the arrangement of
graves in the archaeological material of Vilnius have been identified except
(again) in the case of the burial ground in BokSto Street. A distinguishing feature
notable throughout the burial ground is the abundance of stones (found in a quar-
ter of all of the excavated burials). They were found to have been placed above the
graves, directly on the remains, or around them. Such significant amounts of
stones have not been encountered in any other Lithuanian cemetery, although

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plenty of similar instances are known from countries. The presence of stones has
been interpreted in different ways; for example, as a means of distinguishing and
marking the grave (Gilchrist, 2015: 383). Stones are frequently encountered in the
Oth-12th century graves in England, both as single pieces and in groups placed
under the head, on either side of the head, on the body, and on top of the feet
(Gilchrist, 2015: 383). Stones may also have been placed for protection (Schofield,
Vince, 2003: 187). In some cases, stones were placed under the head, acting as a
pillow. Such instances are known from medieval Kyiv, where 'stone pillows' are
associated with the burials of monks (Ivakin, 2012: 633). The use of stones is
often linked with the construction of graves, that is, stones were placed to support
a coffin, to hold it in place (especially when planks were used without nails). It is
also believed that stones were placed to support the jaw of the deceased or the
whole head so that it would lie in a straight easterly direction (Gardeta, Kajkow-
ski, 2013: 789). The stones may have served as protection against animals or
grave robbing. Of course, the presence of stones in graves is also sometimes
associated with vampires or witches; however, such graves are commonly not
only laid with stones but would also exhibit other unusual features, such as
decapitation or prone positioning of human remains (Gardeta, Kajkowski, 2013:
788-789). In such cases, stones would be laid in the place of the head, while the
removed head would rest by the feet, and so on.

In the burial ground of Boksto Street, the presence of stones is mostly linked
with the construction of the grave pit and coffin; in most cases, stones were found
together with wooden constructions (Jonaitis, Kaplinaité, 2020: 152-166). These
graves do not stand out in any other way. Therefore, we would not tend to
associate graves containing stones with the fear of the dead and the desire to bury
anyone particular in an exceptional way. If this was the case, at least a quarter of
those buried in Boksto Street should be considered exceptional.

There is only one grave (No. 226) on BokSto Street that was found fully
encircled by stones (Fig. 3). A man aged 40-49 was buried here in an east-west
direction. His legs were slightly bent. Perhaps this is the burial of a prominent
member of the community, in which case the stone framing could have had some
symbolic meaning to them. Encircling or framing with stones is a frequently
encountered phenomenon in Western European burial sites, as well as Yotvingian
lands, in the vicinity of Novgorod, and in the southern areas that were inhabited
by the Slavs. Stones were also used in graves in Masovial?, territories of the
Yotvingians (Kviatkovskaya, 1998: 40), and elsewhere.

Thus, while earlier literature often attempted to associate the presence of
stones in graves with rituals or magic, today, explanations suggest more practical

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use of stones: as support of the coffin, the body, acting as a marker on the ground
level, or as protection against grave robbers (Gardeta, Duma, 2013: 322).

Spatial orientation

One of the most reliable criteria for Christian burial rites is the east-west
orientation of the remains; this is perhaps the most important requirement of the
biblical canon (Vojtehovich, 2019: 98). Slight deviations can occur, usually caused
by the changing position of the sun at different times of the year or the
topography of a burial site. Cases in which the deceased were buried in other
directions, however, occur in probably all the medieval burial grounds that have
been studied. Evidence of irregularities in burial rites has been found in graves
containing individuals of different ages and sex, as well as in churchyards and
chapels. Thus, the question remains as to why the deceased would have been
buried in a distinct manner and what this may have symbolised for their com-
munity. It is noticeable that the requirement of the east-west orientation of burial
was not yet fully consolidated, especially in the early stages of Christianity; the
following of this specific orientation is more typical of later burial grounds. For
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instance, as M. S¢avinskas points out, in the cultural space of Kievan Rus',
adherence to the canonical rule of burial was not firmly established until the late
Middle Ages (S¢avinskas, 2018: 62).

The burial ground on Boksto Street demonstrates a precise orientation of the
deceased in accordance with the canon: in 97% of all graves where the orientation
of the deceased has been established, the east-west direction (between 216° and
323°) dominates. The only graves that fall out of context are those described
above, which were located away from the centre of the burial site. As mentioned
earlier, they may be associated with the outcasts of the community, in this way
explaining other than east-west orientation. Apart from these graves, one more
burial, which was located in the main part of the burial ground, was oriented in a
different direction than the rest. Here (grave No. 110), a child aged 3-5 years was
buried, oriented in a south-north direction, with the head facing south. Further-
more, the legs of the deceased were bent slightly at the knees (at an angle of about
130°). About 40 cm deeper below the child's burial, another grave was found,
containing a man over 50 years old. His remains faced the (traditional) east-west
direction. The child's burial was situated in the area of the man's thighs. It
remains unclear whether the two individuals were related and why the child was
buried in a south-north direction.

In comparison, another differently oriented burial (No. 153) was found in the
KriveikiSkis burial site in Kernavé. Here, the deceased, a male (?) aged 15-17, was
found facing east. He lay on his right side, with arms folded at a right angle and
legs slightly apart (Vélius, 2005: 32). Priests were sometimes buried in the
opposite direction so that they remained facing the people even after death; for
instance, a grave in the Kernavé burial ground (end of the 14th-17t century) was
discovered to contain a person who was a priest (evidenced by the remnants of
a chasuble). He was buried with his head facing east (Vélius, 2005: 32). However,
individuals buried in KriveikiSkis and BokSto Street, who were facing a different
direction than the rest, appear to be too young to be priests. Moreover, their
graves are notable for other distinctive features. It should be mentioned that in
one grave (No. 14), found in the burial site on Latako Street, a man aged 40-45
was buried with his head facing north-west (Gendrénas, 1982: 76) (Fig. 4). This
particular burial was located in the centre of the burial monument. No further
deviations were observed in this burial. As such, the possibility remains that a
distinguished person, perhaps a clergyman, was buried here.

Regarding the burial ground in Latako Street, it is noteworthy that most of the
graves were oriented towards the east-west. Researcher O. Valioniené found that
the variance totalled 15° and could be related to the church that once stood here,
i.e. the graves would have been oriented in relation to the church, of which the
nave followed the direction of the street at that time (Valioniené, 2015: 11). The
lack of landmarks, especially in the case of funerary monuments located in a non-
urbanised environment, could often be the reason for the less-than-precise orien-

tation of graves. Urban burial sites had clearer landmarks, such as cult buildings
and the street network. However, this could nevertheless lead to error, just as in
the case of the burial site on Latako Street.

Body treatment

Studies of deviant burials usually focus on the treatment of the buried body.
In this study, the following aspects will be discussed: cremation/partial cremation
in inhumation burials, decapitation, removal of particular limbs, and the position
of the body within a burial. First of all, it must be noted that grave goods will not
be a subject of discussion in this particular study. It was assumed that in the
Christian tradition, grave goods were no longer deposited into burials (with the
exception of jewellery and items of clothing); however, a consensus has been
reached in modern historiography regarding the presence/absence of grave
goods as not being directly linked to Paganism/Christianity and admitting that the
grave of a Christian can be as rich as that of a Pagan (Garcia, 2017: 11-14).
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Regarding burials containing cremated or partially cremated deceased that
have been placed within an inhumation burial, it should be noted that no such
case has been observed in any of the cemeteries in Vilnius city. All the instances
examined were exclusively inhumation burials. This is hardly surprising, as cities
usually have more precise burial procedures and maintenance. Furthermore,
more members of the clergy may have been around to ensure a uniform funeral
liturgy1s.

One of the most archaeologically obvious deviations is the removal of a head
or limb. As was already mentioned, this is primarily associated with the fear of the
dead, witch and vampire burials. More recently, however, the possibility of
punishment has been raised. There are very few cases containing evidence of
beheading or decapitation in the record of medieval burial grounds of Vilnius.
Two burials can be distinguished: these were excavated inside the church of St.
Anna-Barbara. Grave No. 21 housed an individual, who was buried with his hands
twisted, head cut off and tucked under his shoulders (Tautavicius, 1959: 120). In
another grave (No. 20), the legs of the deceased were cut off to the knees, and his
shinbones and foot bones were placed on top of his femurs (Tautavic¢ius, 1959:
120). Perhaps, these two cases can be associated with the fear of the dead.
Unfortunately, no further evidence has survived. Also, it has not been established
whether such desecration of the remains was committed at the time of burial or
only later (perhaps the graves were unearthed?). Thus, any broader conclusions
remain unattainable.

On Boksto Street, grave No. 174 was found to contain a 25-30 year old man;
both his hands were cut off prior to his death and were placed in an anatomical
position during the burial. Taking into account the relatively young age of the
deceased and the lack of other pathological lesions, a possible case of execution
has been suggested (Jonaitis, Kaplunaité, 2020: 515). This grave was located
among other graves and no further signs of exclusivity has been identified. As was
already mentioned above, the practice is known in Europe whereby the offender
would have been buried with the rest of the community after the execution,
without other evidence of any distinctive features.

An exceptional grave was discovered in the burial ground in Kriveikiskis.
Grave No. 133, was found to contain the remains of a 45-50 year old female with
her head removed and her hands cut off at the elbows (Vélius, 2005: 39) (Fig. 5).
It seems that the head and hands were cut off after the death, before the burying
of the body. According to the author of the research G. Vélius, possibly, the head
was cut off during a magical act after death (Vélius, 2005: 39-40). In the litera-
ture, such burials are usually referred to as vampire graves (Kajkowski, 2013:
177). It was believed that the decapitation could somehow contain someone with

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magical powers, who might pose a threat to the living after death (Kajkowski,
2013: 177-178). Another possible explanation suggests that perhaps, this burial
should be considered in the context of judicial practices. Especially because this
burial does not contain objects such as stakes or other sharp implements, which
are often found in the graves of alleged witches. The severing of hands and the
head can then be considered as a punishment: partial quartering. It should be
noted, however, that the deceased in Grave No. 133 was buried with fancy ear-
rings, next to the others rather than in an isolated location.

Cases have been discovered in medieval cemeteries whereby skulls were
turned over, moved from their original position, and some bones were missing.
However, such alterations to skeletal remains could have happened due to later
disturbance (or during the descent of the remains into a pit) rather than sugges-
ting an act of symbolism.
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Interesting cases can be detected during the examination of the position of
the body. Usually, in the Christian tradition, the deceased is laid in a supine
position, with the legs extended. However, the burial ground in Alytus contained
cases wherein the deceased individuals seem to have been thrown into the grave

pit: their hands lay in different positions (for example, above the head) (Fig. 6),
the legs of some individuals were bent; furthermore, it was often found that were
thrown on top of each other (Svetikas, 2003: 151-153). Maybe, these cases could
be associated with the burial of victims of crimes or linked with epidemics. One
such instance of a group burial was investigated in Alytus. Here, three children,
two teenagers and an adult woman (maybe a family) were buried together at the
same time (Svetikas, 2003: 151).

One case was investigated in Boksto Street, where a 40-49 years old woman
(grave No. 347) was buried upside down (Jonaitis, Kaplinaité, 2020: 180). There
were stones and the remains of a wooden coffin-like structure on both sides of the

deceased (Fig. 7). So, the woman may not have been pushed into the grave pit, but
was buried properly, in a coffin. Such cases are traditionally associated with
necrophobia or outcasts. Maybe it has something to do with superstition about
vampires or witches. Another suggested explanation is completely opposite: per-
haps, the woman was very pious and chose to be buried in such a position as a
penance? It should be emphasised that this grave is much later than the others)
graves in the burial ground, and dates back to the 2nd half of the 16th century!4.
This means that the deceased was buried in a cemetery that was no longer in use.
Maybe, the community still held the memory of the cemetery that once existed
here and chose this consecrated place purposefully.

Peripheral cemeteries are often found to be the places that contain burials with
remains placed in a prone position. For example, eight such cases were investi-
gated in Alytus: here, three women, four men and a child were buried in a prone
position (Svetikas, 2003: 151). However, almost no such cases are known from

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graveyards. For example, from a total of 300 graves investigated within the
Kernavé graveyard, not a single prone burial was uncovered (Vélius, 2010: 67).
Perhaps, this particular position could be considered as a relic of Paganism. As G.
Vélius noted, men are most often buried in this position; moreover, artefacts
related to warfare dominate among the grave goods that are found in such burials
(Vélius, 2010: 68-69). Peripheral burial grounds containing individuals who were
interred in a prone position revealed that the remains were buried in a respectful
manner, among other members of the community. Therefore, it is likely that it
was the warriors who were buried in a prone position (Vélius, 2010: 68-69). Of
course, the unusual position of the body could also be determined by the fact that
the person may have been buried alive.

Three cases were found in KriveikiSkis cemetery where the deceased
individuals were buried in a prone position, two of them laying partially on their
side (Vélius, 2010: 68). Burials nos. 86 and 142 housed the remains of a woman
and a man, their graves were not distinguished by any other features, and no
pathologies were found (Vélius, 2005: 38). On the other hand, grave No. 155
contained a male, aged between 30 and 35 who, presumably, was murdered.
Several fatal fractures of the occipital bone from blows to the head have been
detected, the hands of the deceased rested on the bottom of the pit, his right leg
was bent and he lay on the left one (Vélius, 2005: 38). Thus, in this case, the man
could have simply been pushed into the pit. The author of the research G. Vélius,
suggests that a criminal version of the murder cannot be ruled out (Vélius, 2005: 38).

Normally, the legs of the deceased would have been extended for burial in
medieval cemeteries; sometimes, they were folded or bent at the knees/knee.
Several such cases are known from the burial ground of Alytus (Svetikas, 2003:
152). Burials containing individuals with fully or slightly bent leg or legs (some-
times, the bent leg was placed on top of the extended one) have also been found in
another comprehensively researched Lithuanian burial ground in Karmélava
(Rickeviciute, 2003: 166). Children and adults of both sexes were found to have
been buried in this way. The question is, what could have determined such
positioning of the legs? One possible explanation is offered by the results obtained
during the research on Boksto Street. Here, eight cases were identified whereby
the legs of the deceased (in most cases, one of the legs), were slightly bent at the
knee. Notably, four of the individuals were diagnosed with various pathologies,
inflammations, fractures, fractured fibula and ankles, and so on (Jonaitis, Kapli-
naité, 2020: 177-180). Perhaps this was a reason for the particular positioning of
the legs. Another interesting case was presented by the discovery of an adult male
burial (No. 33*). His right leg was slightly bent, while his left was fully bent and
lying under the right leg. It was identified by anthropologists that this is a grave of
a disabled person (Jonaitis, Kapliinaité, 2020: 178). Maybe, this was the only
possible position for his legs. These examples show that the pathologies of the
deceased should be evaluated more carefully.
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In total, two cases (graves nos. 226 and 390) where adult men were buried
with their legs crossed were investigated in the burial ground on Boksto Street. In
the aforementioned grave No. 226, the remains were encircled with stones. In the
other grave (No. 390), a male aged between 30 and 39 years was buried. Both
men have been diagnosed with various pathologies (Jonaitis, Kapliinaité, 2020:
178). Perhaps, the articulation of the remains, again, has something to do with the
physical condition of those men. Another possible explanation suggests that
burials containing cross-legged remains may be associated with warfare. This is
often how knights are depicted on tombstones in Western Europe. In addition, the
sign of the cross can be recognised in the crossed legs. Perhaps, at least in one
case (grave No. 226), an exceptional man - a warrior - was buried in the stone-
framed grave with his legs crossed.

The last type of deviation to be discussed is burial on one side. Such cases are
discovered quite often in medieval cemeteries. Burial on the side has been known
since the Stone Age, only Christianity may have given it a different meaning. Two
burials with the remains laid on the side are known from BoksSto Street, nine in
Alytus (Svetikas, 2003: 150), and five in Karmélava (Rickeviciuté, 1995: 74). It
should be noted that burial in a sleeping position is more typical of children's
graves. Perhaps, it indicated a more special emotional connection with the little
member of the family. Adults were also buried on the side. However, other
explanations are possible here. For example, a female was found buried on her left
side in the grave of Arglaiciai burial ground (Raseiniai district); it was determined
that her right femur was grown into the pelvic bone (Svetikas, 2003: 150). So, the
position could be determined by the health condition of the woman. In this case,
too, it is necessary to consider the possibility of pathologies.

Conclusion

It can be concluded that the number of deviant burials discovered in the
analysed medieval cemeteries was not that high. In the title, a provocative ques-
tion was asked, which ones - saints or criminals - deserved an unusual burial? In
reality, it seems, the truth lies somewhere in the middle. Some cases may indicate
a different perception of the assessment of a deceased person, but there are few of
them (except for beheading). The other cases can often be simply explained
practically. For example, the stones could be related to wooden constructions of
the grave, various pathologies determined the distinctive positioning of the body,
the outcasts of the community (criminals or suicides) could be buried in a more
secluded place, and so on. Of course, one can identify the relics of Paganism in
unusual burials, especially in cases when the deceased were interred on the side
or in a prone position.

A relatively small number of deviant burials is logical since they are
associated with Christianity which maintains distinct burial customs. This is
especially typical for Christian cemeteries in Vilnius that were used by the
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newcomer communities of Catholic and Orthodox faith and, as such, do not exhibit
any relics of Paganism. In addition, the funeral would have probably been
supervised by clergy who could ensure a uniform burial tradition, at least in
towns. For example, in the cemetery in Alytus there may be more deviations
because local people (former Pagans) were buried here. So we can talk about the
transition from Paganism to a new religion of Christianity. Commonly, deviant
burials are seen to decrease in Christian cemeteries over time.
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THE CZORTORYSKI PRINCES CULTURAL HERITAGE:
THE BEGINNINGS OF THE FAMILY HISTORY ARCHIVE
(15-16 CENTURIES)"

The Czortoryski princely family representatives held high government
positions first in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and then in the Polish-Lithua-
nian Commonwealth. The cultural heritage of the family is extremely extensive:
from written documents to architectural monuments on the territory of the
modern states: Poland, Ukraine, Lithuania and Belarus. The subject of the
article is the history of the Czortoryski princes family archive formation during
the 15-16th centuries. Having started since the 40s of the 16th century, the
number of written documents increased significantly, so we limited the upper
chronological limit with 1524, the death year of Semen Oleksandrovych Czorto-
ryski, the representative of the Lithuanian branch. The origin of the family is
connected with the name of Prince Kostiantyn, the son of Grand Duke of
Lithuania Olgerd or his brother Koriat. His own documentary heritage is not
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known to us. His descendants, namely Vasyl Kostiantynovych and his sons Ivan,
Olexandr and Mykhailo are of great importance for the study of the subject
matter in this research. Among the documentary materials studied, we note the
first grants of the Grand Duke of Lithuania Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk to Prince
Ivan Vasylovych, which are known from later confirmations. This prince left no
descendants, and thus it is unlikely that his personal archive has survived. Two
other Vasyl Kostiantynovich's sons Olexandr and Mykhailo founded two bran-
ches of the family: Lithuanian (Lohoisk/Lohozsk) and Volyn. According to the
information from the sources we have found, we can assume that, firstly the
family archive dates back to the 40s of the 15th century, when the first source
information was recorded, and secondly each family branch kept its family
documents separately. Accordingly, two collections were formed: 1) descen-
dants of Oleksandr Vasylovych; 2) descendants of Mykhailo Vasylovych.

In the mid-14th century an event occurred that influenced the fate of not only
Ukraine and Lithuania, but the entire Baltic-Black Sea region. A young princely
dynasty of the Gedyminovych emerged in Central and Eastern Europe, displacing
the Rurik dynasty from the political arena. Representatives of the Lithuanian
House became local rulers of the Ukrainian principalities. Thus the local dynasties
of Lubartovych in Volyn, Korybutovych in Sivershchyna, Volodymyrovych in Kyiv
and Koriatovych in Podillia were founded. Through marriages with the repre-
sentatives of the local elite, the Gedyminovyc¢hs dynasty was replenished with
new princely families: the Vyshnevetskis, the Sangushkis, the Chetvertynski, the
Czortoryski, and many others. Receiving land grants from the rulers, these fami-
lies gradually turned into large landowners, headed local administrations, were
part of the main governmental structures in the state, and held high positions in
the army.

One of the most powerful princely families in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania
(hereinafter - GDL) and the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth was the Czortorys-
ki family. During the 15th and 16th centuries, its representatives held high
positions first in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and then in the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. The cultural heritage of the family is extremely extensive: from
written documents to architectural monuments on the territory of the modern
states: Poland, Ukraine, Lithuania and Belarus. The subject of the current research
is the history of Czortoryski princes family archive formation during the 15th and
16th centuries. Having started since the 40s of the 16th century, the number of
written documents increased significantly, so we limited the upper chronological
limit to 1524, the death year of Semen Oleksandrovych Czortoryski, the repre-
sentative of the Lithuanian branch of the genus. Now let us turn to the origins of
the archive formation. On this way, the biggest problems of the research turned
out to be three: 1) methodological, namely the lack of special works devoted to
the study of family archives formation in 15th-16th centuries; 2) a small number
of authentic acts, especially for the middle of the 15th century; 3) dispersion of
original documents in archival repositories of different countries.

The first one is partially solved in the historiographical field, since there are
enough indirect works that deal with the study of princely and noble families of
this period. In this context, it is worth noting the works of V. Atamanenko (Ata-
manenko, 2017), A. Blanutsa (Blanutsa, 2007), T. Wasilewski (Wasilewski, 1994;
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Wasilewski, 2005), L. Voitovych (Voitovych, 2006), I. Voronchuk (Voronchuk, 2012),
G. Kirkiené (Kirkiené, 2008), T. Kempa (Kempa, 2002), I. Krywoszeja (Krywoszeja,
2003), A.Michalski (Michalski, 2013), V. Mykhailovskyi (Mykhailovskyi, 2012),
R. Nestorow (Nestorow, 2018), R. Petrauskas (Petrauskas, 2003), V. Ulianovskyi
(Ulianovskyi, 2009; Ulianovskyi, 2012), B. Czartoryska (Czartoryska, 2023), N. Yako-
venko (Yakovenko, 2008), and others. We would also like to mention several
generalised collective popular science works dedicated to the families of Vyshne-
vetski (Vyshnevetski, 2016), Olelkovychi-Slutski (Olelkovychi-Slutski, 2017),
Ostrozki (Ostrozki, 2014) and Radzyvily (Radzyvily, 2012).

At the same time, virtually no one studies family archives. We have only
certain achievements regarding individual families. In particular, thanks to Polish
researchers of the late 19th and early 20th centuries, a significant array of docu-
ments from the family archive of the Sangushkis' princes was published in seven
volumes. Separate documents collections of the Masalskis (A.Blanutsa, D.Va-
shchuk (Masalski, 2007); V. Polishchuks (Polishchuk, 2007) and the Czortoryskis
(Chortoryiski, 2016) families have been published. Also important developments
in the study of the family archive of the Ostrozkis princes are the works of
V. Sobchuk (Sobchuk, 2012; Sobchuk, 2014). The monograph by K. Syta (Syta,
2010) is methodologically important.

The second problem decision is helped by documents of the later period,
which thanks to the coordinated system of the princely and royal chancellery and
the peculiarities of the record keeping and deed form of the time, often contained
both information about the previous documents and the documents themselves.
This makes it possible to determine the total volume of the available written
heritage.

The solution of the third problem is extremely more complicated than the
first two combined. The reason for this is that the Czortoryskis family represen-
tatives held local government and state positions in both the GDL (in different
lands, as discussed below) and the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Over time
the documents were dispersed first between different branches of the family, and
then between archival institutions of different states. Accordingly nowadays un-
fortunately we do not have a single comprehensive concentration of original the
Czortoryskis' documents, such as the Sangushkis archive (it is kept in the Archive
of the Royal Castle on Wawel in Krakow (Archiwum Zamku Krélewskiego na Wa-
welu)). Some of the most concentrated places are the Library of Czartoryski Prin-
ces (Biblioteka Ksigzat Czartoryskich) in Krakow, the Manuscripts Department of
the Russian national library (St. Petersburg), and the Archive of the General Acts
of the Ancients in Warsaw (Archiwum Gtéwne Akt Dawnych w Warczawie). So far,
one collection in St. Petersburg has been processed (together with A. Blanutsa)
and part of the family archive has been published, which was a kind of first step
towards recreating the overall picture.
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In order to understand the problem of the Czortoryski archive formation, it is
worth noting the origins of the genus. The origin of the genus is connected with
the name of Prince Kostiantyn and has two versions: 1) son of the Grand Duke of
Lithuania Olgerd (Halecki, 1939: 81-88; Wasilewski, 1994: 49; Yakovenko, 2008:
320); 2) son of Koriat Keistutovych (Tegowski, 1996: 53-59). Without delving
into the discussion of whose son was the founder of the genus (Olgerd or Koriat),
for the purpose of this study his descendants, namely Vasyl Konstiantynovych and
his sons Ivan, Olexander and Mykhailo are of more importance.

Let us trace the documentary heritage of Ivan Vasylovych Czortoryski (PSB,
1938: 275-276). From later documents we have information about his receipt of
Trubetsk estate (or part of it) in Sivershchyna from the Grand Duke of Lithuania
(hereinafter - GDL) Kasimierz Jagiellonczyk. This refers to the granting of a
privilege by the GDL Olexander Jagiellonczyk on February 4, 1495 to Prince Ivan
Yuriyovych Trubetski for a half of Trubetsk, "as Prince Ivan Czortoryski held" (LM
5,2012: 62), and the court verdict on February 15, 1499, clearly stated that it was
from Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk: "held from our father, the king of his grace
(Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk. - D. V.), Prince Ivan of Czortoryski" (LM 6, 2007: 189).
Estimated date of the grant: not earlier than 1452, while Ivan was at Svydryhailo's
court in Lutsk.

Currently we have not found any more information about the granting of any
real estate to Prince Ivan. The fate of this document, as well as other possible
documentary heritage®, is unknown. We believe that two options are possible. The
first is that the document was transferred to the Grand Duke's chancellery during
the new grant and could had been destroyed as invalid, since Prince Yuri
Trubetski had received a new privilege. The second is that it was in the Trubetskis
family for some time, since the privilege of 1495 refers to some letters from GDL
Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk to Prince Yuri as for the estate, which were presented by
his son Ivan to confirm the rights to the property. However, four years later,
during the court case Prince Ivan Yuriyovych only presented a confirmation letter
from GDL Olexander Jagiellonczyk dated 1495. Prince Ivan Czortoryski left no
descendants, and thus it is unlikely that his personal archive had been survived.

Two other Vasyl Kostiantynovich's sons Olexander and Mykhailo founded two
branches of the family: Lithuanian (Lohoisk/Lohozsk) and Volyn (according to
J. Wolf) (Wolf, 1895: 22). According to the sources we have found, we can assume
that firstly, the family archive dates back to the 40s of the 15th century, when the
first source information was recorded, and, secondly, each family branch kept its
family documents separately. Accordingly two collections were being formed:
1) Olexander Vasyliovych's descendants; 2) Mykhailo Vasyliovych's descendants.

*There is an idea that around 1441 the prince received some kind of "protection letter" from
Kazimir Jagiellonchik for his life protection after the murder of Sigismund Keistutovych (PSB, 1938:
275-276). We have not discovered it.
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The basis for this assumption is information from a court case (June 08, 1498)
between cousins Semen Oleksandrovych and Fedir Mykhailovych Czortoryski
concerning the half division of the latter's fiefdom. In particular, Semen personally
claimed that his father, Prince Olexander, had already made such an attempt
before King Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk ("knyaz Semen riek, shtozh otiets iego
kniazia Fedorovu ottsu o tot sia diel vpominal za ottsa nashogo, korolia iego
milosti"). Fedir replied that he knew nothing about it. Without providing strong
evidence, the case was decided in favor of Prince Fedir: "nehai on tuiu svoiu
otchinu vsiu spolna dierzhit i zaviedaiet po davnomu, a kniaz Semen Oleksan-
drovich o tot diel ne maiet iemu vzhe vpominati sia, ani dieti iego na niem togo
iskati na vieki" (LM 6, 2007: 181).

In the following years we found no information about the continuation of this
case. At first glance, there is nothing special about this report. However, it is
actually extremely valuable. The division of fiefdoms could have taken place in the
availability of princely or royal grants that confirmed the right of possession/
property. Therefore, both Semen and Fedir must have had such documents. And
they were kept, respectively, by each of them separately. Now let us consider this
in more detail and first of all pay attention to Prince Olexander Vasyliovych
Czortoryski and his son Semen.

Prince Olexander Vasyliovych received a privilege from the Grand Duke
Kazimierz Jagiellonchyk to the estates of Lohozsk (Lohoisk), Ostashyn, Sporiv, and
Kamianets. So far, we have not been able to find its original. Instead the existence
of such a grant is confirmed by three later reports. The first of them is a confir-
mation of the GDL Olexander Jagiellonchyk's letter to Prince Semen Oleksand-
rovych for the mentioned estates, which his father had already received from
Kazimierz ("shtozh otiets iego kniaz Oleksandro vysluzhil na ottsiu nashomu,
koroli iego milosti, imenia na imia Logozhesk, a Ostashin, a Sporov, a Kamienets")
(LM 6,2007: 150).

The second time this was mentioned in the confirmation letter of Sygizmund I
the Old to Mr. Juhn Wankiewicz for a settlement and hayfields near Lohoisk (May
9, 1538). It records a court case, which was heard according to the GDL Olexander
Jagiellonczyk order by Stanistaw Janowicz, the headman of Zhmud (approxima-
tely 1496-1503), between Semen Czortoryski and Illia and Hrynk Soltanovych
(ancestor of Juhn Wankiewicz) regarding a village in Lohoisk district. During the
proceedings, Semen noted that his father had already received the estate and
presented Olexander Jagiellonczyk's confirmation of the Lohoisk estate getting
("i kniaz Semen polozhyl peredo mnoiu kopeiu lista gospodarskogo, shto iemu na
Logozhsk dan") (LM 20, 2009: 170-171).

The document was mentioned for the third time during the trial between the
metropolitan of Kyiv and All Rus, both archimandrite losyp and the canons as well
as the entire chapter of St. Stanistaw's Church in Vilna (February 1, 1516). In
particular, the metropolitan claimed that the tax payers the Ovievychis and the
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Okhromievychis lived in Lohoisk. First they were granted by GDL Vitovt to Prince
Olexander (Olelko) Volodymyrovych, then to his brother Prince Andrii, and after
his death to Prince Olexander Vasyliovych Czortoryski and his son Semen (RSAEA,
f. 389, des. 1, s.u. 222, 1. 254). The granting to Olexander Czortoryski could have
occurred between 1461, when the prince returned from Moscowii to the GDL, and
1477, the probable date of his death (PSB, 1938: 271; Wolf, 1895: 20). It is worth
noting that all the evidence does not contain information about the existence of
the Kazimierz privilege itself. However, it is clear that without it, GDL Olexander
Jagiellonczyk would not have confirmed Semen's rights to these estates. The follo-
wing documents which are directly related to Semen Olexandrovych, shed some
light on this issue.

At least since March 1496 till September 1503, several trials had been held in
the case between Prince Semen and Bohush Petkowych concerning the Kolodiazy
estate in Lohozsk. Each time the former tried to convince the Grand Ducal Court
that the estate, as well as Lohozsk itself, was his property, since his father Olek-
sandr Vasyliovych Czortoryski had received it from King Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk.
However, he could not present these documents because they were kept by
Mr. Bohush. At the appointed time ("na rok stati po Velitsedni v dvu nediliah"),
this Bohush and his wife swore that they knew nothing about it, and thus won the
case (LM 5,2012: 97).

This information has several interesting points for our study. The first one is
that the privilege of the GDL Kazimierz Jagiellonczyk really existed, but Prince
Semen did not have it in 1496 when he was asked for it by the GDL Olexander
Jagiellonczyk for confirmation. The second one is we have the first notice of
a possible place for the family documents storage, which were of extraordinary
value because they guaranteed the right to property. Unfortunately, from the
available sources we cannot explain why Semen Czortoryski claimed that the
Kazimierz privilege had been kept at Bohush's. Perhaps due to the fact that on
August 29, 1493, Bohush received a confirmation privilege from the GDL Olexan-
der Jagiellonczyk to the estate of Kolodiazy in the Lohdzsk district, which his
father had previously served from Prince Andrii Volodymyrovych (brother of
Olexander (Oletko)), " v tyie chasy, iak kniaz Andrei ot ottsa nashogo korolia ego
milosti (Kazymyra Yagellonchyka. - D. V.) Logozhsk dierzhal" (LM 3, 1998: 78).
That is Bohush could have had the Kazimierz's privilege. However, in our opinion,
since the latter won the case (we do not find any more information about its
further consideration in the sources), we can assume that Semen himself lost this
privilege. Accordingly it was kept (as well as other family documents), in our
opinion, at the prince's residence. This is confirmed by the further fate of his
possessions, and thus of the successor documents.

Married to Princess Ulyana, Semen had two daughters and probably several
sons, who could have been taken as yasyr in 1505 during the Tatar attack on
Lohozsk (Wolf, 1895: 21). According to M. Stryikovski, "Mahmed Geray, who was
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standing with kosh round Minsk castle, brutally destroyed all the surrounding
parishes, devastated Minsk city, the castle only defended itself; he burned mona-
steries and churches in the Lithuanian region, in Polotsk, in Vitebsk, and in
Odrutsk, did a lot of damage and cruelly shed the blood of the Christian people,
and returned without loss" (Stryikovski, 2011: 843). Obviously the fire could have
destroyed the documents, or some part of them. Since Semen had received a
confirmatory privilege from Sygizmund I the Old to own Lohozsk on December
20, 1508. ("Powiediet piered nami namiestnik Kamieniecki kniaz Semen Alexand-
rowicz, iz z Bozago dopuszczenia, pohanstwo Tatarowie dieti jemu pobrali i za-
mok iego Lohoiesk sozhli, i przy dietiach listy i przywilehie, ktorye on miet na
otczyznye imienia swoie, pobrali") (Tyszkiewicz, 1858: 48).

During his lifetime, Prince Semen borrowed money and then began selling his
property to pay off his debts. When selling, as a rule, the original privilege (in
modern language, a document of ownership) was transferred to the merchant.
The latter, according to the practice of the time, asked the sovereign to provide his
confirmation privilege for the purchased or donated property”. After confirmation
the preliminary documents could be taken to the Grand Duke's chancellery.
Accordingly Semen could not help but keep his documents, otherwise he would
have had problems with any transactions of them.

During his lifetime, the prince was unable to pay off all his debts, so this
problem fell to his daughters and sons-in-law: Fedir Hnevoshevych and Vasyl
Tyshkevych. We have information that after the prince's death (after August
1524), only remained the estates of Ostashyn, Lohoisk, Lososyno, and Sporiv. In
1528 his sons-in-law informed the king that nobleman Bohdan Lvovych took
possession of Ostashyn and sold it to Prince Vasyl Ivanovych; Sporiv was recorded
in the inheritance (vino) of his wife Uliana; Lososyno was given to her for holding
as a widow until her death; they only received Lohozsk, half of which was sold for
eternity by Semen's daughter Sofia to her sister Oleksandra's husband Vasyl
Tyshkevych to pay off her father's debts (LM 14, 2008: 396-397). In other words,
the Tyshkevychs family became the actual successor to the remnants of Semen
Czortoryski's possessions, in particular Lohozsk. It is quite likely that after all
these real estate transactions the family archive of the Prince Olexander Czorto-
ryski descendants sank into oblivion. However, there is still a possibility that
some part of Semen Czortoryski's archive could have been kept by the Tyshke-
vychs family.

This assumption has some basis, as the Lithuanian Metrica contains a number
of documents related to Prince Semen's activities that require special research.
These are, in particular, the letters of allowance for servants and deeds of sale.

*Rather confirmatory is the privilege of GDL Sigismund I the Old to the subject Bohdan
Zhomoitynovych dated August 30, 1532 to Rymkovski palace in Lososyno estate, in which the grant
for Prince Semen Czartoryski dated August 24, 1524 is entered (LM 17, 2015: 254-255).
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They contain data on: determining the categories of persons who acquired the
right to own real estate; the value of property; the amount of duties, payment of
taxes, etc. A special mention should be made of Prince Semen Czortoryski's will to
his wife Uliana, which contains 600 kips of money on Sporiv estate, as it
characterizes both property relations within the family and legal aspects of the
issue (LM 12, 2001: 294-295). Equally important documents of the family archive
are various acts of judicial proceedings. After all, judicial activity was one of the
governmental duties that Prince Semen performed, for example, as the governor
of Kamianets, and resolving cases required knowledge of current legislation. Sour-
ces record many cases when Prince Semen Olexandrovych himself was involved
in various lawsuits related to financial or property matters. Therefore, lawsuits,
case descriptions, and verdicts constitute a separate part of the collection. Their
information is important for finding out the history of the family's land holdings.
We have also recorded the presence of documents according to which the prince
received a salary for his service. For example, on October 23, 1509, Prince Semen
Czortoryski received 100 kips of money from the treasury in Lviv for his military
service in Volokh (LM 8, 1995: 415). Accordingly, after receiving the money, the
prince had to have confirmation receipts.

In conclusion, we note that the study of the Czortoryskis' history archive has a
strong prospect of continuing through Volyn branch, starting with Mykhailo
Vasyliovych. After all it was his descendants who would achieve considerable
power in both the GDL and the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Therefore the
archival heritage is much better preserved.
